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INTRODUCTION

The Marathi PSAC Question Paper was based on the prototype paper set by the

Mauritius Examinations Syndicate. This paper consists of nine questions.

Despite the abrupt disruption in the education sector and sudden closures of schools,
due to the Covid-19 outbreak, the efforts from both Educators and students are

appreciable.

It is with much recognition and gratitude towards teachers, students and even
parents, who have been involved wholly in the continuity of the learning process,

that the results of the PSAC have been a satisfactory one.

Teachers are expected to read and understand this report thoroughly. The main
objective of this report is to focus the attention of teachers in order to guide students
and enhance their reading and writing skills. Teachers should pay more attention to
the detailed language specific explanations and illustrations and should analyze and

consider the causes in order to improve performance.

With a variety of graded questions set, the paper was within the reach of many
candidates. The candidates, on the whole, did not encounter major difficulties in
answering the questions in the paper. It is expected that based on this report, teachers
will have a broader perspective of the objectives of the questions that are set and

hence, instruct candidates accordingly. Teachers are required to look into possible



methods and ways of improving the students’ performances in the forthcoming

years.

QUESTION 1A

In this question, candidates are supposed to look at the given pictures and write the
name of the objects appropriately. Six pictures are given to the candidates along with
one example which was ‘book’. These objects are very basic common words. The
pictures of trousers, umbrella, mango, boat and cat were given. 1 mark is allocated
for each correct answer.

For the word ‘trousers’ — ‘TTR” Some candidates have been able to write it

correctly. Others have written “srueT’, “Turaer’, <=, ‘Ria’.

But for the word ‘umbrella’ — “&31’, many candidates have had difficulty to write
the word.

Instead of writing ‘3fi§T’ for ‘mango’, some candidates wrote W& and others gave

the following wrong answers — ‘3T, ‘3TTF’,

Instead of writing, ‘boat’ — AT’ ‘Trel’, ‘a@ie’, candidates wrote ‘aTEa’, ‘AT,
“STETST .
For the word ‘cat’ — ‘AT’ a number of candidates have written “SHTaR’. Some

canditates have written "Fl'l'vlﬁ'{’, R:ci

Question 1B

This question is a matching exercise whereby 6 pictures are given and candidates
have to match the pictures with the given sentences. One example is given. 1 mark
Is allocated for each good answer. Nearly all candidates have been able to do the
proper matching, except those who cannot read with understanding.



Question 2A

This is a multiple choice question testing grammar and 1 mark is given for each good
answer. The sentences were simple and familiar but still, some candidates could not
give the correct answer and very few of them scored 10 marks.

Many candidates have given answers as follows:

Item 1 — 44% of the candidates have been able to give the correct answer. It is an
item based on future tense and quite a great number of candidates have given the
answer B which is in past tense. Therefore, more emphasis should be laid on time
markers example, yesterday, often, always, next week, today...

Item 2 — 72.5% of the candidates gave the correct answer which means that they
understood the sentence well and they are well versed with relative pronouns; which,
where, when...

Item 3 — 73.6% of the candidates gave the appropriate answer which was based on
personal pronoun.

Item 4 — 62.6% of the candidates gave the right answer “eh[{Ul" — ‘because’. Thus
more examples should be given to students for practice purposes.

Item 5 — Only 51.6% of the candidates gave the correct answer. “hUId> — ‘in the

cup’ which is so straight forward.

Item 6 —59.3% of the candidates gave the appropriate answer. More emphasis should
[a) N
be laid on adjectives. “dTSIT, ATSIT, dTS, ATSAT

Item 7 — 78% of the candidates got the correct answer which was an item based on
simple present tense.

Item 8 — Only 45.1% of the candidates gave the correct item. The sentence was in
past tense with transitive verb whereby candidates were supposed to add <P with

‘qlql” but did not.
Item 9 — 58.2% of the candidates gave the answer o=,

Item 10 — 64.8% gave the correct answer which is “ITET’.



More emphasis should be laid on such grammar exercises to ensure continuous
practice and thus, avoid mistakes.

Question 2B

This question is also a multiple-choice exercise, where vocabulary in context is
being tested. 1 mark is allocated for each correct answer. Many candidates have
given the following answers:

Item 1 — 9T instead of TS

ltem 2 — TIfcTETeRS / SiFetehs instead of ATIHS
Item 3 — 53.8% of the candidates gave the answer ‘UTgHcAD.

Item 4 — 51.6% of the candidates gave the correct answer ‘"D,

Item 5 — Only 29.7% of the candidates have been able to give the correct answer. It
seems many candidates have not understood the word R

Question 3

A poster based on an ‘Essay writing Competition’ was given to the candidates and
they had to look for the appropriate information to answer the questions. Most of the
candidates have been able to score the maximum marks. Only some candidates had
difficulties in answering items 3, 9 and 10.

Question 4A

Comprehension passage — candidates have to read the passage with understanding
and answer 5 multiple choice questions. Many candidates have answered items 1,2
and 4 correctly but could not answer items 3 and 5.



Question 4B

Candidates are supposed to answer the questions after reading the passage
thoroughly. Only a few candidates have been able to answer all the questions
correctly. Those candidates who could read and understand have tried to answer the
guestions. Some candidates could not put the sentences in order according to the
sequence of the passage. Most of them even did not answer the questions at all.

Question 5A

According to this question, candidates are requested to re-arrange the given words
to make meaningful sentences. 2 marks are given for each sentence. Only 46.2% of
the candidates have scored 2 marks for item 1 and 61.5% scored 2 marks for item 2.
Please find below correct and incorrect sentences.

Some candidates committed mistakes and some even missed some words while
copying the words. More practice should be given on such types of exercises to
candidates.

Question 5B

In this question, candidates are given the beginning of the sentences and they are
supposed to complete them. Many candidates have made the effort to complete the
sentences but there were many grammatical mistakes. Some did not use the
appropriate words. Some did not conjugate the verbs in the appropriate tenses.
Therefore, more attention and practice should be given to candidates. Please find
below correct and incorrect sentences.

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Question 6

This question is a cloze text. The candidates should read the text then choose the
correct answers from the given words and fill in the given spaces. Only 17.6% of the
candidates have understood the passage and have scored 10 marks. But many
candidates have scored only few marks. Some have committed mistakes while
copying the given words.

Question 7A

In this exercise, there is one wrong word given in each sentence. Candidates should
write the correct word in the space provided. Some candidates have been able to give
the right answers but many candidates have written the words wrongly.

They have given the following answers:

Item 1 — 3Tl';ﬁ, SATUTT instead of SATTUT
Item 4 — SATATA, AARTA instead of ATIARTA

Question 7B

Transformation of words — the candidates have to transform the words into nouns,
adjectives or adverbs. Some candidates could write the correct answers while some
candidates scored zero marks.

They have written the following answers:

ltem 3 — SfFelta, gftear, T3 instead of i
Item 4 — STGAT, TETAT, AFTSAT instead of TFTSAT

ltem 5 — deTehd instead of deTohe



Question 8

In this question, 5 pictures are given in a sequence-wise manner, related to a story.
Some words are given as guidance for the candidates to write 5 consecutive
sentences. The words given were very common and familiar to candidates but still,
many of them could not write appropriate sentences. Most of the candidates could
not write sentences in the past tense. Some candidates left this exercise unanswered.
Therefore, more emphasis should be laid on such type of exercise and sentence
writing. Please find below correct and incorrect sentences.

Emphasis must be laid on practice of communication skills in class and amongst peers.

4. Teachers are requested to pay more attention to composition writing and initiate pupils
to use effective adverbs and expressions in their compositions.
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
