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INTRODUCTION

The National Certificate of Education (NCE) Assessment is held at the end of the Nine
Year Continuous Basic Education (NYCBE) Cycle. This assessment is in line with the
philosophy defined in the National Curriculum Framework (NCF) Grades 7, 8, and 9 and
the learning outcomes spelt out in the Teaching and Learning Syllabus produced by the
MIE and the grammar syllabus produced by the MGI.

The NCE Assessment assessed the proficiency of candidates in reading, writing, grammar

and use of Hindi and Translation. The linguistic competencies are divided as follows:

+ Reading (25%)
s Writing (25 %)
«» Grammar and Use of Hindi (40%)

«» Translation (10%)

A particular feature of the assessment is that each competency is assessed at different
levels, ensuring greater fairness by giving candidates a better chance to show their

achievement levels.

KEY MESSAGES

e Candidates are advised to read widely to build up their vocabulary in Hindi.
e Candidates should read instructions attentively and adhere to them.

e Candidates need to be acquainted with grammatical terms and rules in Hindi.
In Grammar , candidates are still struggling with the following :

> Verb-Subject Agreement, Subject-Predicate Agreement, Noun Adjective
Agreement.

> The Use of ‘NE’ — Difference between transitive and intransitive verb.
> Conjugation of the Verb in different tense.
> Relative pronoun and its agreement in the relative clause.

> Using sentences in the Active/Passive voice and Direct/Indirect Speech.



In Reading Comprehension

> Candidates fare better on questions requiring literal understanding.

> Candidates struggle with questions assessing higher order reading skills like making
inferences, offering personal response and guessing the meaning of the word in

context.

In Writing

> Candidates should pay closer attention to their use of Grammar, Spelling mistakes
and Punctuation.

> Narrative essays require candidates to develop a storyline and use varied sentence

structures and a wide vocabulary to sustain the reader’s interest.

> A plan is being required to design in order to have a flow through paragraphing.

> Descriptive essays require candidates to show a wide range of vocabulary to create

an atmosphere.

In Translation

» Candidates generally fared well when finding the appropriate vocabulary for
translation.

> Applying grammatical rules to the translation proved to be challenging to most.

» Candidates are advised to construct the sentences well by respecting the Translation
Formula:

For Example

English: Subject, Verb, Object

Hindi: Subject, Object, Verb



GENERAL COMMENTS

The NCE Assessment in Hindi is based on learning outcomes spelt out in the National Curriculum
Framework and on the Teaching and Learning Syllabus for Hindi produced by the MGI. The tasks set
assess reading comprehension skills, functional and extended writing, grammar, proper use of Hindi,

translation, cloze text, error hunt and formation of words.

Overall, performance is quite satisfactory but improvement is still warranted in certain areas. In comparison
to last year's performance, there was a slight decline in the performance of candidates. However, strongest
candidates showed a very high level of mastery of Hindi, with very accurate use of grammar, spelling and
punctuation. They produced excellent pieces of writing and were able to deal with the higher order reading

comprehension questions well.

For an important number of candidates, however, showing understanding of and using less common
vocabulary remains a challenge. This was particularly visible in the vocabulary question of the extended

reading task (Question 8, Item 12), where the performance of candidates was disappointing.

As far as writing is concerned, on the whole, candidates wrote narrative essays better than they did
descriptive essays. Descriptive essays often quickly turned into narratives. Many candidates did not have
the range and depth of accurate vocabulary to offer high quality descriptions. However, the strongest
candidates did produce good pieces of writing with use of wide, precise and proper use of vocabulary and
G|S|P.

Regarding extended writing, on the whole, many candidates opted for narrative essays rather than
descriptive essays, in which they performed better. Those attempting descriptive essays, wrote their own

experiences instead of focusing on describing the atmosphere and environment.

For functional writing, strongest candidates had a good grasp of the content and performed excellently
whilst using all the key points given. A great number of candidates did not attempt this question. Most of
the candidates who attempted functional writing, a flat writing piece was noted. Lack of vocabulary and
idioms. For translation, in general, candidates performed relatively well, with exception of spelling and
grammatical mistakes. These were widely noticed. Transliteration of words was also noticed where

students had to translate a small paragraph.



COMMENTS ON SPECIFIC QUESTIONS

Question 1 — Basic Grammar question 1 tests a range of basic grammatical items. It uses multiple-choice
items and open-ended questions to assess candidates’ ability to deal with basic but essential grammatical
items in Hindi at this level. In this assessment section, the following grammatical points were assessed:
Pronouns (possessive), the use of tenses (future and past tenses), use of prepositions, correct verb forms,
subject-verb agreement, coherence of tenses, punctuation, re-writing a sentence in the feminine form,
transforming noun into adjective, formulation of word in the plural form, linking sentences using
coordinating conjunctions, writing a sentence in negative form and correction of word wrongly written in a

sentence.

Examiners would like to draw the attention of candidates to the importance of indicating their answers
clearly when making corrections to their answers in the MCQs. Very often, when crossing out an answer
and choosing another one, they do not indicate their answer clearly enough. Candidates are therefore

encouraged to write out their answers clearly in the space available to them if this happens.
Item 1

This item tested the proper use of prepositions. Most candidates were able to write the correct answer as

they knew that one comes out of the bus thus I is used it as preposition.
Item 2

This item evaluated the use of adverbial pronoun f&dAT in masculine and in plural form. As distractors
question-denoting words like &Y and HF were given. It was adequately well attempted. Candidates could

determine that the pronoun (Wei) should be in plural form with the word o,
Item 3

Item 3 assessed the correct verb form in past continuous tense as per the object in a given sentence. Some
candidates wrongly considered CIIGFZIIFIIVQ to be masculine/plural and feminine/singular and opted for L

and 381 respectively, instead of encircling To! that agrees with the object, which is in feminine and plural

form.
Item 4
This item evaluated the use of adverbial pronoun f&g®T in feminine and in singular form. As distractors

question-denoting words like P and Wwwere given. Not all candidates could determine that the pronoun

m should be in feminine and in singular form with the word i



Iltem 5

This item tested the use of an appropriate conjunction to link two sentences. This item was satisfactorily
answered and candidates were able to figure out when to use Fifd. Candidates understood that FITd is

used to link an effect with its cause and in a sentence.

ltem 6

This item assessed the use of =" in past tense and that the verb should agree with the object instead of the
subject of the sentence. Many candidates opted for WIS instead of BRI as they got confused with the
subject AT Candidates were required to recognize that “-TJ IT8+" is in masculine and plural form. Hence,

the answer was @Iilé.
ltem 7

In item 7, the proper agreement of pronoun in genitive case with the gender of the direct object of the
sentence. Many candidates opted for 3H®T instead of 3P as it agrees with the word ¥dTRY. The

performance of students on this item was below expectation.
Item 8

This item tested the use of an appropriate conjunction to link two sentences. This item was satisfactorily

answered, and candidates were able to figure out when to use conjunctions ? Candidates understood that

3??@1? is used to link a cause with its effect in a sentence.

Item 9

Item 9 assessed the correct verb form in future tense as per the subject in a given sentence. Some candidates
wrongly considered YT UfdR to be masculine and in plural form thus opted for STE instead of encircling
SITUTT, that goes with YT URER, which is in masculine and in singular form.

Item 10

This item evaluated the use of genitive pronoun ?Jj%’lf[ in 2" person feminine and in singular form. All
candidates could determine that the pronoun (EEERQT) should be in feminine and in singular form with the

word 94,



Item 11

The objective of this item was to assess the basic knowledge of plural form of a masculine noun with the

use of I as a preposition thereafter. Therefore, candidates had to write TAD! = for TMAD . Many

candidates wrote * T8> which was incorrect.
ltem 12

Item 12 assessed the correct placement of punctuation sign (ﬁﬂﬂﬁl@) in the sentence. The punctuation

sign was that of question mark represented as ?, This item was, overall, well attempted.
Item 13

Item 13 tested the knowledge of gender alteration from masculine to feminine. Here, candidates had 9T as
word to be transformed. Most of the candidates could figure out the correct answer (STAT) yet many left

some mistakes like * BTAT.

Item 14

This item tested the ability of candidates to change a sentence into negative form from an affirmative one.

Most of the candidates worked out this item satisfactorily.

Item 15

This item assessed candidates’ knowledge of using the correct vowel in a given word when writing

transforming a noun into an adjective. Many candidates managed to write the correct answer RIT& with

the short vowel g.



Question 2 Basic Vocabulary

This question assesses knowledge of basic vocabulary items in context.

Question 3 Basic Reading Comprehension

This question assessed the basic reading comprehension skills candidates and to locate and write the answers
to the very basic questions asked in both parts. The basic reading comprehension exercise was made up of
two parts, Part A; a descriptive piece of writing and Part B; a mobile phone text message.

This question was well attempted by candidates, as the questions were direct and only required the
identification of explicitly stated information. However, some of the candidates lost marks by lifting
indiscriminately from the text. Candidates are reminded that little credit is given to answers which are

indiscriminately lifted from the text and which contain excess information.
Part A:

Candidates were able to grasp the basic information given in the descriptive note and answered most of the
questions correctly. The questions of this part were very direct, their answers too were easily located, and
candidates could write them correctly thus scored full marks in this section.

Part B: A mobile phone text message was set. The required information was explicitly stated in the text
and most candidates were able to answer the questions correctly. However, some candidates lifted the whole
sentence, which had more than one element of answer, and consequently they were penalised.

In general, most of the candidates satisfactorily managed to score more than 50 % of the marks allotted in

this question.

It is worth reminding Educators that examination technique is an important component in this question. It
is important for candidates to provide brief and accurate answers. Resorting to lifting of entire chunks of
text is unlikely to be rewarding to candidates.



Question 4 Formation of words

This question assesses the knowledge of transforming words given in brackets in a given text. This question
was fairly attempted by the candidates as many lost marks due to grammatical and spelling mistakes while

transforming the words.

Item 1 @E—Q“@ﬁ

This item had as target to transform the word ‘g’ an adverb into w an adjective. Many candidates

wrote ‘QI@H’ which was incorrect. Some candidates even wrote * g@s‘ which is incorrect.

Item 2 Idda — WA

This item was satisfactorily well attempted, as it is a common way of formulating adjectives by adding the

suffix “dl’ with the word. However, some candidates formulated these incorrect words *TddAT, *TAAAAT as

answer.
Item 3 TR — ANTRG

Many candidates wrote the wrong answer for this item though this particular word was set in 2021 NCE

question paper. Some of the incorrect answers noted were * I, * ARI® and .

Item 4 Uch — Wehdl

This item was satisfactorily well attempted, as it is a common way of formulating adjectives by adding the

suffix “dl” with the word. However, some candidates formulated the incorrect word *3[d as answer.
Item 5 fad — fGdLa

Most of the students gave the correct answer for this item some candidates made spelling mistakes such as

* grfaaRrel!, * fad=fer and * Hfadwret. Other words recorded for this item were ifadda, Jrfaqam, faayol
and Xfdaydas, which were apt for the context.

Moreover, many words were left untransformed and blank spaces made the candidates lose marks.
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Question5  Error Hunt

This question assesses knowledge of Hindi grammar and spelling in context. The items consisted of spelling

and grammar errors, which had to be corrected by the candidates.
Item 1 3R] — SHRTDR]

This item assesses whether candidates recognizes the correct formulation of the word 33T into 3{TRITHRI

given that the word had the omission of vowel ‘31" as spelling mistake. Many candidates wrote * ][R,

SHRITh, HRITPIR and 3{IJITHINRD which is not correct.
Item 2 309 — 3T

Item 2 was set to assess the use of appropriate pronoun along with the gender of the following word uaé

(Feminine). This item was answered adequately. However, candidates still had difficulty and gave answers

like * [T, 310 and 30,

Item 3 PBT— Pl

This item was set to evaluate the appropriate preposition to be used relating with the following feminine
word. Generally, this item was correctly addressed among most of the candidates. Some candidates gave *

%, DT and aﬁ which are, incorrect.

Item4 3P - SAD]
This item assessed the correct transformation of pronoun (3-I) into plural form as it agrees with the with

the object of the sentence which is plural (El?ﬁ) The candidates did not adequately attempt this item with

the correct answer. Answers such as di—ldnnl, 3% and 39! were recorded which are incorrect.

ltem 5 UG — GGl
Item 5 was set to test the proper formulation of the singular word into plural form when used with a
preposition (ﬁ). Candidates who mastered the grammar rule were able to give the correct answer. Overall,

this item was not satisfactorily attempted. Educators are advised to give sufficient practice to candidates in

terms of application of grammatical rules in context.

Question 6 Cloze Text

Question 6 is the Cloze text - a higher order reading task which assesses candidates’ overall knowledge of
language (grammar, syntax and vocabulary). It is divided in two parts based on the same passage. The first
part a closed cloze text where the words were already given and candidates had to choose the appropriate
word for each gap provided. Part B is open cloze text, requiring candidates to use the given context and

draw on their linguistic knowledge to make educated guesses of what word might be suitable in the given

gaps.

Part A was adequately attempted where most of the candidates could identify the appropriate words for

each gap within the context.

The best executed items were:

Item 1 &R
Item ZFI%Fﬁ

Item 3 Tl

Item 4 7IRH and

Item 5 W]

In the items 4 and 1, some candidates mismatched and wrote the other word in lieu of the other.

Part B of this question is the open cloze text, with candidates having to give the appropriate words
pertaining to the relevant context. Many probable answers were given. Nevertheless, spelling mistakes were

noted.

Item 1

Answers like IHY, ddd, &UTl were accepted and the answers were fit for both the items.

Item 2, words like 33, ST, SITT were accepted. Nonetheless, candidates did some spelling mistakes, for
e.g. *3433, 34, <.

ltem 3 37UAT, TH, T

Item 3 also had a wide range of answers as any word which suits the context was accepted provided it is

grammatically and as per the context. Many candidates wrote ﬂj%:, d*IRT as answer which was incorrect.

Item 4 Waﬁ, Jav, Ura:

Item 4 also had a variety of answers which were suitable for the context.

Many candidates even gave answers like dX-T that was in context and was accepted.

Item 5 XY, did, Hcilg

Similar to item 1 and 2, item 5 also had the possibility of having various answers which fit in the given
context. Yet some spelling mistakes were notified like, *9cfT, 5. The word 8" was also accepted as it

fits in the sentence to lay emphasis.

Question 7 - Functional Writing

Question 7 is the basic writing task, whereby candidates are required to write a short text of 50 — 60 words
on a functional task. They are essentially assessed on their ability to write using accurate G/S/P and showing
good awareness of the audience and purpose. Given the word limit, candidates were not expected to
elaborate on the given points but simply to address them clearly.

This year, the following task was set:

For bullet point 1, it was essential to mention the reason of the friend’s anger. Most candidates achieved
this. They mentioned reasons such as ‘breaking an object dear to the friend’, ‘talking to someone the friend

does not like’, ‘inability to attend the friend’s birthday’.

For bullet point 2, candidates were asked about their feeling following their friend’s anger. Many gave a

specific feeling such as ‘sadness’, ‘feel bad’.

For bullet point 3, candidates had to ask for forgiveness. Most of them responded effectively to this point,

thereby fulfilling the requirement.

For bullet point 4, candidates were required to write about what they would do to save their friendship.
Varied responses were obtained, such as ‘buying a sweet’, ‘buying a gift’, ‘going on an outing’, ‘can do
anything for the friend'.

Successful candidates addressed all prompts given. Excellent responses showed clear awareness of audience
and purpose. All required points were developed. Candidates used very accurate grammar, spelling,
punctuation and syntax. Vocabulary was appropriate and accurate. The overall task was organized and

coherent.

Less successful candidates demonstrated no real sense of audience and purpose. They did not cover most of
the prompts or at best only addressed them briefly. They demonstrated poor linguistic abilities resulting in
limited understanding. Those candidates also used simple and inaccurate vocabulary leading to disjointed

writing.

The following samples illustrate the range of answers obtained this year. They are provided to give educators
an idea of standards and of examiners’ expectations. Occasional slips related grammar, syntax and incorrect
form of words can be noticed.

The above two examples display the appropriate vocabulary usage and all the points were adequately
addressed and they had a clear awareness of audience and purpose throughout the whole letter. Minor

grammatical slips can be noticed.

This response scores very highly (Band 1) as it addresses all the bullet points, uses accurate G/S/P and

shows clear awareness of audience and purpose. The minor mistakes do not affect the overall readability of

the writing. It is noteworthy that such simple, straightforward responses can score very high marks.

clearly that of a disjointed writing.

Educators to prepare the candidates and minimize their errors and mistakes can use these examples. They

will certainly have an overview of the different genres of mistakes are done while writing letters.

Question 8 Extended Reading comprehension

The extended reading comprehension task assesses comprehension skills in a more varied way and at
different levels than the basic reading. Candidates were assessed on their ability read and understand an
extended reading passage.

The extended reading comprehension passage was based upon a short story of a kingdom in Rajasthan,

India where the shortage of water was a big crisis and how did they overcome it.
Candidates are reminded of the following:

» Lifting is acceptable if the question does not ask candidates to answer in their own words, but must not

contain excess information.
* Excess information in an otherwise correct answer is not given credit.

» Grammatical and spelling mistakes are not penalised if evidence of understanding is clearly shown.

The answer for this item was often written with spelling mistakes like; *&S. Many candidates wrongly gave

‘aX’ (Rate) for “fear’ which changes the meaning completely.

Educators are reminded that spelling mistakes in this item are penalised. Thus, Educators are advised to lay

emphasis on the correct spelling of words in translation exercises at school.
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Part B

On the whole, Part B posed difficulty for candidates in general, even high achievers had difficulty with the
words like Mr., attentively, homework, succeed and examination. Some grammatical and spelling mistakes
were common while translating the paragraph. An important number of candidates transliterated some
words as they could not write their translation in Hindi. This should be discouraged while doing translation

as transliteration, along with grammar and spelling mistakes are penalised in this question.

Two types of essays
were given to candidates, a descriptive and a narrative essay. Candidates had to choose one from the options
given and write an essay of about 150 words in Hindi.

Overall, not many students opted for this item. Those who attempted this item followed the guidelines given
in the question and most of them described their experiences. Grammatical and spelling mistakes were often

noticed.

In this example the traditional way of writing introduction has been used yet it has a varied sentence structure
incorporating vocabularies and use of specific idioms that enhance the essay and sustain the reader’s

interest.

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The usage of a variety of appropriate vocabulary within the context demarcates the essay from others and
gives an apercu of the high level of accuracy in the candidate’s writing skills. Educators are recommended
to encourage students to practice similar essay writing to score better marks. The mistakes recorded are that
of verb agreement and incorrect use of pronouns but the overall narratives outweigh them. Nonetheless,
educators need to emphasise on the remedial of such mistakes.

The following examples 6 and 7 are essays that scored low marks as the narratives were quite confusing
and had many mistakes with regards to the length of the essay. The confusions between consonants having
more or less same sound can be clearly seen and this disrupts the flow of ideas hence hindering the
understanding of the ideas expressed in the essay. Though the effort of trying to write the essay instead of

leaving this question unattempt is praiseworthy.

This example consists of a simple language with accurate vocabulary and creates an authentic atmosphere.
The ability to express oneself in the language with a similar content is always laudable and gives evidence

of the firm grip in Hindi language. The subjectivity of an essay can easily be observed in this example.

Educators, prospective candidates and parents are advised to read the examples and go through the different
mistakes done by the candidates to prepare their writing skills in essay writing. Educators are requested to
encourage students to attempt this item of the question paper as it has been seen that a number of candidates

leave this section unanswered.

Concluding Remarks

This report will give all the stakeholders an overview of the main findings observed during the marking
process. The Examiners’ report is indeed as important as documents like the syllabus, question papers and

textbooks.

The examiner's report for Hindi language at the NCE level serves multiple purposes. It offers students
detailed feedback on their exam performance, helping them identify strengths and areas for improvement.
Additionally, it provides valuable guidance to teachers, enabling them to tailor their teaching methods and
address common areas of difficulty. Moreover, the report ensures the quality and consistency of the

examination process, assists in identifying areas needing emphasis or revision. Overall, it plays a vital role
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in improving educational quality and informing stakeholders about student performance and examination

standards.
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
