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Introduction

The National Certificate of Education (NCE) Assessment is held at the end of the
Nine Year Continuous Basic Education (NYCBE) cycle. This assessment is in line
with the philosophy defined in the National Curriculum Framework (NCF) Grades
7,8, and 9 and the learning outcomes spelt out in the Teaching and Learning
syllabus produced by the MIE and the grammar syllabus produced by the MGI.

The NCE Assessment assessed the proficiency of candidates in reading, writing,
grammar and the use of Urdu and translation.

The linguistic competencies are divided as follows:

» Reading (25%)

» Writing (25%)

» Grammar and the use of Urdu (40%)
» Translation (10%)

= Candidates are advised to read widely to build up their
vocabulary in Urdu.
= Candidates are advised to be sure they recognize the
important keywords in each task to meet the
requirements of the questions.
= Candidates are reminded that the main focus is on
language in this exam, which contributes for the majority
of the marks, so they should ensure that the tenses are
consistent and use proper spelling and punctuation.
* |n grammar, candidates are still struggling with the
following:
o Conjugation of verb in different tenses.
o Difference between a noun and an adjective.
o Contrast between transitive and Intransitive verbs.
o Using sentences in active and passive voice.

Candidates generally fared well when finding the
appropriate vocabulary for translation

Applying grammatical rules to the translation proved
to be challenging to most.



The NCE assessment in Urdu is to evaluate the level of competencies
acquired by the candidates and to identify their academic strengths
and weaknesses in view of subsequent remedial action. The tasks set
assess reading comprehension, writing skills (Functional & Extended
writing), the appropriate use of grammar, word and sentence
formations in Urdu and translation.

The performance of candidates in this year’s examination session saw
a slight improvement with a pass rate of 74.6% compared to last year.
Across the competencies tested, a large majority of candidates
performed well on basic and intermediate tasks, since they made
accurate use of grammar, spelling and punctuation. They produced
excellent pieces of writing and dealt exhaustively with the higher
order questions in the reading comprehension.

Nevertheless, it has been noted that for a number of candidates, the
appropriate use of common vocabulary remains a challenge. This was
particularly discernable in the vocabulary question of the extended
reading task (Question 8, Item 12), whereby the performance of
students was unsatisfactory.

As far as writing is concerned, on the whole, candidates wrote
narrative essay better than descriptive essay. Descriptive essays often
guickly turned into narratives and many candidates often did not have
the range and depth of vocabulary to offer high quality descriptions.

The language used by the strongest candidates was mostly accurate,
with some complex sentences to express ideas.



For functional writing, the strongest candidates had a good knowledge
and grasp of the content which enabled them to perform excellently
whilst using the given points.

In general, for translation, candidates performed relatively well with
exception of spelling and grammatical mistakes which were
commonly noticeable. Likewise, transliteration of words has been
noticed when students had to translate a small paragraph (Question 9
B).

Question 1 assesses a range of basic grammatical items. It uses
multiple choice items and open-ended questions to test candidates’
ability to deal with basic but essential grammatical items in Urdu at
this level. In this assessment session, the following grammatical points
were assessed: Use of preposition, Adverb, Conjunction, Future tense,
Singular-Plural, Word spelling, Synonym and Antonym.

Examiners would like to draw the attention of candidates to the
importance of indicating their answers clearly when making
corrections to their answers in the MCQs. Very often when crossing
out an answer and choosing another one, they do not indicate their
answer clearly enough. Candidates are therefore encouraged to write
out their answers clearly in the space available to themif this happens.



The best-done items were those dealing with prepositions (item 1),
adverbs (item12), interrogative pronouns (item 8) and singular-plural
(item 6).

Candidates had greater difficulty with items testing the correct form
of the verb (item 4 & 13), spelling exercise (item 14) and synonym-
antonym (item 15).

Item 1 This item evaluated the proper use of preposition ./ and was

Item 2 This item tested the correct use of adverb. Candidates were

able to know when to use Jl¢, and J.z.

Item 3 This item tested the use of an appropriate conjunction.

Candidates successfully used the subordinating conjunction fz;'/to

connect a subordinate clause to an independent clause.

Item 4 This item tested the knowledge of transitive verb. Many
candidates failed to give the correct answer as they mistook d@, for
a feminine word, since it ends with (§, giving the answer di&. instead
of Ll

Item 5 This item assessed the candidates’ ability to choose the
appropriate ordinal adverb according to the feminine noun found in

the sentence. The word d( is feminine and the answeris (.

Most candidates attempted this item correctly.

Item 6 This item tested if the candidates could choose the

appropriate noun in the plural form based on the word (s in the

sentence. This item was successfully attempted.

Item 7 This item assessed the candidates’ ability to identify the

guantitative adjective /and they were able to give the correct
answer since the word g:.f’;’/was a hint noun.

Item 8 This item tested the use of interrogative pronoun u"/and was

well attempted.

Item 9 This item evaluated the subject-verb agreement in Present
Continuous Tense. It was not difficult for the majority of the

candidates to identify the correct answer which is (* <, J:A/
Item 10 This item tested the use of feminine pronoun and most of

the candidates gave the correct answer [5;! since they could identify

that Ul is a feminine noun.



Item 11 This item assessed knowledge on relative pronoun. Here the

relative pronoun (~ introduces the relative clause, which modifies

the noun toy. U~ is a pronoun functioning as the object of the verb

‘broken’.

Item 12 This item tested the use of the conjunction ‘ffand the

candidates correctly.

Item 13 This item tested the subject verb agreement in the Future
Tense for the first person plural pronoun. This item proved to be
quite challenging for the candidates. The subject verb agreement is
mandatory in order to conjugate the verb properly. Common wrong

Item 14 This item tested candidates’ ability to spell words correctly.

The following items proved to be problematic to some candidates.

Many candidates wrote L'lé possibly due to the word ss~/.

The word db/ﬁ was a strong distractor here.

Question 3 assessed reading comprehension at a basic level and to
locate information and write brief and accurate answers is essential.

This exercise was made up of two parts, Part A, a letter and Part B.

On the whole, this question was well attempted by the majority of
candidates as the questions were direct and they have successfully
identified and retrieved the information that is relevant to the specific

goal of reading or looking for specific ideas.



However, some of the candidates lost marks due to indiscriminate
liftting from the text.

Question 3 A, candidates were able to grasp the basic information
given in the letter and answered most of the questions correctly.

Most of the candidates could locate the correct answers and easily

scored marks in this part.

Question 3 B, a conversation about a birthday party was set. The
required information was explicitly stated in the text and most
candidates were able to answer the questions correctly. However,
some candidates lifted the whole sentence which had more than one
element of answer and consequently they were penalised.

Little credit was given to candidates who gave excess information
like:

This question assessed word formation in context. A short passage
about a girl’s studies was set, with the words needing transformation
given in brackets. This question was successfully attempted by the
majority of candidates, which suggests that the common word
formation rules have been generally acquired.

Item 2

For Item 2, candidates were required to transform the noun oj

into 6‘! .

Item 3

Question 5 is the error hunt task and assessed candidates’ ability to
deal with grammar and spelling in context. A short text containing
grammatical and spelling mistakes was set. The mistakes were already
identified (through underlining) and candidates were required to
correct them. This question was generally answered, with the
exception of Item 1 and 5.

Item 1

This item tested the subject verb agreement. Candidates could not

identify that u"JL is a feminine word. Therefore common wrong

answers received were & J_Isand £..

Item 2

This item tested the noun adjective agreement. The fact that the
verb is already in feminine, candidates did not get difficulty in giving

the right answer u’f’i for the feminine noun ls:.

Item 3

This item tested candidates’ ability to spell the word sxy correctly.

Many candidates successfully attempted this item.
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Item 4

This item tested the subject verb agreement. However many

candidates did not pay attention that the word s&/ is in the singular

form. They gave wrong answer like j, while the correct one is §.

Iltem 5

This item tested the correct spelling of the word é. This item proved

to be quite challenging for the candidates. Many left this part
unattempted while others wrote it as it is in the question.

Question 6 is the cloze text, a higher order reading task which assesses
candidates’ overall knowledge of language (Grammar, Syntax and
Vocabulary). It is divided into two parts, both based on same topic.
The first part, a closed Cloze Text where the words were already given
and candidates had to choose the appropriate word for each gap
provided. Part B is an open Cloze Text, requiring candidates to use the
given context and draw on their linguistic knowledge to make
educated guesses of what word might be suitable in the given gaps.

Part A

Most candidates answered this section of the question successfully
and the majority of the candidates scored well on this task. Students
need to read all the words in the box and read the text before they
start to answer in order to get the correct meaning. They also need to
take into consideration the grammatical form of the words.

In the Item 4, some candidates wrote the word I/ instead of (//

Part B of this question is the open cloze text. Many candidates still
find it difficult to answer the open cloze text. It is a higher order
reading task that calls for the capacity to infer the word that would

be most appropriate to fill the provided gaps using contextual cues.

Candidates should have a strong receptive and productive
vocabulary to be able to handle this type of task. Many struggled
with this task mainly due to an inability to make use of the context

for meaning. Others provided answers which clearly demonstrated a

lack of understanding of the passage.
Item 1

This item was successfully attempted as candidates were able to

write the correct answer. Answers like «?s and ».,/were accepted.

Item 2

As a continuity, the word gfla and 2/ were fit as answers.

Item 3

Most of the candidates were able to write the correct answer L.

Item 4

ltem 4 also had a wide range of answers which were suitable for the
context and the majority of candidates were able to find a plausible
word. Generally, well answered gap.

Iltem 5

This item tested the possessive pronoun (§# to denote something

that belongs to a feminine noun and many answers like

Question 7 is the basic writing task, with candidates required to write
a short text of 50-60 words on a functional task. They are essentially
assessed on their ability to write using accurate grammar, spelling and
punctuation and showing good awareness of the audience and
purpose. Given the word limit, candidates were not expected to
elaborate on the given points but simply to address them clearly.

This year, the following task was set:

Your friend is angry with you and is not talking to you. You decide to
write him/her a letter between 50 and 60 words containing the
following points:

e Why is your friend angry? What happened?

e How do you feel?

e Apologise for your mistake

e What will you do to make your friend speak to you again?

Most of the candidates addressed the issue in the letter and limited
themselves to the bullet points. Some grammatical, spelling and
punctuation mistakes were noted, some candidates even left this
guestion blank. Nevertheless, many candidates showed evidence of
good grip and command over the target language and wrote good and
accurate letters too.

Candidates should be encouraged to respond to all given bullet points
in order to gain marks.

Weaker candidates found it hard to provide clear organised thoughts
on the subject and in some cases overlooked one or two bullet points.

It is important to note that candidates are not expected to use
sophisticated vocabulary nor complex sentence structures.
Candidates are assessed on their ability to complete the task correctly
in clear and simple Urdu with an accurate use of grammar and spelling.

The following samples illustrate the range of answers obtained this
year. They are provided to give Educators an idea of standards and of
Examiner’s expectations. Each example is provided with comments to
highlight the strengths and weaknesses of the writing.

These functional writings scored very good marks. From the outset, it
is obvious that these candidates have a clear awareness of audience
and purpose. The candidates were able to develop all required points,
bringing a lot of details to the writing. The grammar and spelling are
very accurate and the vocabulary is appropriate. These organised and
coherent pieces of writing deserved a very high mark and are in Band
1.

Functional writing 4 is a good piece of writing. The candidate showed
an awareness of audience and purpose. Most of the points were
developed. The linguistic aspects were essentially accurate but
occasional slips are apparent. As far as the vocabulary is concerned, it
is accurate. This piece of writing is organised but lacks the overall
fluency of a Band 1 script and did not deserve the best marks.
Therefore, it scores a Band 2.

In this piece of writing most of the points have been addressed. The
linguistic aspects are accurate enough but errors are noticeable. The
vocabulary is almost accurate but simple. Some coherence is noted in
the flow of ideas. This writing, despite the effort of being relevant can
only stay in the lower range of Band 3.

This writing is relevant, with some attempt at addressing the points
briefly but there are multiple linguistic weaknesses in it. Numerous
grammatical mistakes are noticed with verbs wrongly conjugated.
Hence, this writing scores very low marks, thereby staying in Band 4.

This writing is meaningless as the candidate has not answered in
target language. Therefore, it scores a 0 mark and is in Band 5.
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The extended reading comprehension task assesses comprehension
skills in a more varied way and at different levels than the basic
reading.This year, a narrative text was set.The passage was about the
people of Egypt who faced lots of problems due to lack of rainfall and
how Egyptian princess Saba managed to solve the issue. Candidates
generally performed well on questions testing literal understanding.
However, questions requiring the ability to make inference and read
between lines proved to be problematic for some candidates though
it was clearly indicated from which paragraph to find the answers.

It was also noteworthy that questions requiring knowledge of
vocabulary in the context proved to be very challenging to even better
candidates. Only candidates from the higher ability groups could
demonstrate their ability of making inferences and explaining the
meaning of words as used in the given context. Some candidates
appeared to be unfamiliar with the requirements of this task.

Candidates are advised to pay close attention to the following:

e Lifting is acceptable if the question does not ask candidates to
answer in their own words.

e Excess information in an answer is not given credit.

e Grammatical and spelling mistakes are not penalised if
evidence of understanding is clearly shown.

Since this task assesses candidates ability to read with
understanding, it is important for candidates to be able to pick up
only specific information.

Even though candidates failed to understand the word 49, they
ended up by scoring 1 mark by copying the full sentence. Only few
candidates left the question unattempted.

Item 10 :

It was a pleasure to see a large number of candidates achieving good
marks, but there was clear evidence that some students had not read
the questions carefully. Hence, candidates gave wrong answers such

Most of the candidates could answer this question with satisfactory
answers.

Item 12

This part of question was found to be challenging by many candidates.
They were not able to figure out the meaning of vocabulary in context.
This clearly indicates they should read more and need greater practice
with vocabulary in context. Some candidates appeared to be
unfamiliar with the requirements of this task. Some translated the
words where a few wrote sentences with the given words. Quite a few
candidates did not understand the words. They wrote superfluous and
meaningless answers. Even note that for this question spelling
mistakes were not penalised.
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Part A of this question assessed candidates’ ability to translate
common English words into Urdu whereas Part B had a short
paragraph to be translated from English into Urdu.

Part A

The overall performance was satisfactory. Many candidates
demonstrated strong translation abilities. However, a few candidates
either lacked the skills of translation or ignored this part.

Among the best done items were:

Educators are reminded that spelling mistakes in this item are
penalised. Thus, Educators are advised to lay emphasis on the correct
spelling of words in translation exercises at school.

This question tested candidates’ ability to translate a short paragraph
from English to Urdu. A considerable number of candidates managed
to translate the paragraph. The most frequent translation errors in this
section were that of syntactic and semantic. Few candidates even left
some units or whole paragraph blank. Several candidates
transliterated some words as they could not write their translation in
Urdu. A few candidates even translated the short paragraph in French.

Some common mistakes were:

Candidates even used some Hindi words which are unacceptable in

Urdu such as u,,‘/ for time
L‘}Jj/ for classroom

Candidates omitted some words while translating. For instance

The words good, all, on time ,their ,attentively.

e Students must be trained to apply grammatical rules in
translation and to pay attention to correct spelling of words.

e Students must be reminded that translation of each and every
word is marked and no transliteration is accepted.

e In this question, candidates were asked to write a composition of
about 150 words on one of the topics given.

e They were required to write one composition out of a choice of a
narrative/descriptive topics.

e Part 2 (narrative) was the favorite choice of the candidates.
However, many had also opted for part 1 (descriptive).

e |t was indeed very good and encouraging to see the variety of
imaginative writing that the candidates had provided in their essays.

e Some excellent scripts with a good mastery of the Urdu Language
were found.

There were beautiful expressions and proverbs found in the
compositions of some candidates. Few examples are:

As was noted last year, there is room for improvement in this task.
Being able to write a continuous piece of prose in accurate Urdu

remains a skill which has not been mastered by a vast majority. It is
noteworthy that this skill offers candidates the foundation to be able
to continue their upper secondary education successfully.

The following general advice should be helpful to candidates:

e Candidates should identify the key words in the essay titles so as to
satisfy the requirements of the question.

e Candidates are advised to stay within the word limit and to check
their work thoroughly.

e The use of appropriate and varied vocabulary is strongly
encouraged.

e Candidates should be precise in the use of grammar, spelling and
punctuation.

e Varied sentence structures should be used in their writing.

e Candidates are recommended to write in a logical and coherent
manner. Based on feedback from Examiners, Educators are strongly
advised to address spelling more directly in class, as many candidates
who otherwise expressed themselves quite clearly unfortunately
struggled to write words as they ought to appear in writing, including
basic words.

The majority of candidates chose the narrative essay over the
descriptive one. It might be because they could have encountered an
event like this before and it was easier to relate to it.

The following samples of essays illustrate the range of answers
obtained this year. They are provided to give Educators an insight of
the standards and of examiners’ expectations. Each essay is provided
with comments to highlight the strengths and weaknesses of the

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This is a long, sustained essay and provides range of vocabulary. The
grammatical accuracy is good and the language used to describe the
trends is well-handled.
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While there is a developed storyline in this response, the language
used remains the main issue. Errors occur when complexity is
attempted. The vocabulary is satisfactory and simple sentences
dominate overall.
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This essay is barely relevant and there is a lack of focus on the topic.
As for the language, it is very clumsy and uncertain throughout,
making it difficult for readers to understand what the candidate
wished to express. Sentence separation is particularly flawed, with
hardly any punctuation at all. In addition, the essay is replete with
grammatical and spelling mistakes which means that it can only score
low marks.
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This response is significantly under-length. Information is presented,
but it is not well organised and there is no clear progression within
the response. Errors are noticeable throughout.

DESCRIPTIVE ESSAY
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This essay is a very good piece of work at this level, with mastery of
grammar, spelling and punctuation. It fulfils the objectives of this
guestion which is to produce a piece of work using creativity and
imagination while making use of appropriate and varied vocabulary. A
variety of sentence structures has been used consistently and in a very
natural way. This essay scores very highly for these reasons and is in
Band 1.
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This essay is a good descriptive essay where the ideas have been
developed in detail and a variety of vocabulary has been used. Some
occasional slips can be noted but in general the presentation and flow
of ideas were up to the level. Educators are advised to encourage
students to write their descriptive essays fluently. The use of idioms is
visible and enhances the language.
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This response lacks sophistication. While there is an attempt at
complexity, the plot sounds more like a series of events. The
language has some accurate vocabulary but punctuation and spelling
mistakes are frequent. Hence, this response scores well, but cannot
be awarded the best marks.
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The candidate has tried to write some relevant content but the
descriptions lack detail. As far as grammar, spelling and syntax are
concerned, errors are frequent. The essay comprises simple sentence
structures and simple vocabulary which is not always accurate. With
little interest for the reader, this essay can only score below mid-range

mark and stays in Band 3.
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In this Essay, a limited range of sentence structure is used and
although some are produced accurately, errors are frequent.

Extended writing12
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This essay has little relevant content. The descriptions are unclear.
There are many serious errors which make meaning unclear too. The
candidate used simple vocabulary with many inaccuracies and made
use of mostly simple sentences. There is little interest for the reader.
This writing can only score very low marks and remains in Band 5.
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
