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General Comments

This report aims to provide an overview of students’ performance in the PSAC exams by
emphasising their strengths and weaknesses. In addition, it also proposes some strategies to
Educators with regard to enhance the receptive and productive skills as well as the assimilation
capabilities and understanding of their students.

The question paper is divided into 9 questions. The candidates, on the whole, did not encounter
major difficulties in answering the questions. The paper was within the reach of many candidates.

% Question 1A

The question relates to the labelling of 5 pictures and carries 5 marks. It was noted with great
concern that few students were able to score the totality of the marks. Many candidates could not
write the Telugu words of the pictures without any spelling mistakes.

Some students did not know the Telugu words for “hat, mountain’ and ‘elephant’.

While most of the candidates wrote the Telugu word for ‘nose” (éo.)s%) correctly, some of them
wrongly identified the body part and wrote “S&o, seen, Sow, 820y, D (mouth, foot/leg, hand,
eye, ear) instead.

For the second picture depicting a bicycle (2Sen), some candidates wrote the “bicycle, erdgen
(basikalu), e3°?o§ (basikla)” — words which conveyed other meanings or having no meaning.
Very few candidates were able to write “¢5°a>” (hat) correctly. Some of them just wrote “5%0:y”
(thing/object) instead. There were also attempts such as “r?, ercd”.

For the 5" picture depicting an elephant, while several candidates wrote “D&or0, 20e08)”
(elephant, animal), some merely transliterated the word ‘elephant” into the Telugu script (eser&,

QTHS) — showing that they could not differentiate between the alphabets “sa (23), pa (<) and pha
(o).



For the last picture depicting a mountain, some candidates were unable to write “§°¢” correctly.
Some also wrote words such as “@3éw, ¢, eseFo, g™ (tree, forest, sky, earth/land).

It was noted with much concern that several candidates even attempted to write the English words
for some of the pictures given in the Telugu script. For instance: for “mountain” — they wrote
“ooBo, Hotho, odrd, Hred”; for “hat” — they wrote <558, 530, 53°¢5, °e8, s°a” and so on.

Thus vocabulary building exercises must be constantly undertaken so that students are aware of
the Telugu words for objects belonging to their immediate environment, names of animals as well
as parts of the body. Along with knowing the names, they should also be able to write them
correctly. Very few students could attempt this exercise without spelling mistakes. For instance,
the students wrote dental sounds for retroflex sounds, retroflex sounds for dental sounds, long

vowels for short vowels, short vowels for long vowels and also with other types of spelling

mistakes which in some cases conveyed wrong meaning. Fore.g. (see examples below in Telugu)

% Question 1B

This question assesses the candidates’ ability to read and understand at a basic level. The
candidates are thus required to match the given sentences to the corresponding pictures. It carries
5 marks. The majority of the candidates did very well here as they matched the sentences with the
appropriate pictures and hence scored full marks. However, there were instances where a couple
of candidates matched two pictures with one sentence, thus scoring 0 mark. that is, there were only
4 arrows, one sentence was not matched but all the 4 matchings were correct. Educators need to
ask their students to be very careful with regard to such mistakes so that they do not lose marks

unnecessarily.



% Question 2A

This question consists of 10 Multiple Choice questions and carries 10 marks. The main objective
of this question is to test candidates’ knowledge and recognition of proper grammatical structures.
It was noted that very few candidates were able to score full marks in this question.

Several candidates’ poor grammatical knowledge was revealed through the improper use of case

affixes/postpositions (use of “J/8”, “d0) /70", “B, Dow), S083”), conjunctions/link words
(5008, ©9083), pronouns, question tags (o /) ), infinite verbs (B, 3%, B0 , 32S), verb
conjugation and time markers like ‘long ago (3°6<0) and so on.

Grammar forms the backbone of any language and understanding it enables learners to convey
their thoughts and ideas accurately. This question provides a great opportunity for the students to
score maximum marks. Thus, there is the need for educators to focus more on the teaching of

different grammatical structures and provide maximum practice for a better performance.

% Question 2B

This question consists of 5 Multiple Choice items, carrying 1 mark each. It aims at assessing the
candidates’ knowledge of vocabulary. It was noted that few candidates were able to score full
marks. Many of them could not identify the correct answers, thus reflecting a poor grasp of Telugu
vocabulary. At this level, candidates are expected to master some vocabulary with regard to
feelings, verbs, climate, places, vehicles among others. It was noted that many candidates were
unable to answer the last item correctly (2> P00 20 ePMPOED. 0D LRANS® IS

Dwedd). Instead of “car”, they selected “boat/plane”.

A robust vocabulary improves all areas of communication such as listening, speaking, reading and
writing. Thus, it is very important for educators to focus on vocabulary building. This could be
done through regular revision and drilling exercises on common words and words pertaining to

the immediate environment.



Question 3

This question assesses the candidates’ ability to read with understanding and locate information in

the passage. It consists of 9 item questions out of which item 5 is in two parts and the whole

question carries 10 marks.

The passage was well within the reach of candidates. The majority of the candidates did very well

and scored maximum marks in this question. However, some candidates did not answer some

questions correctly and did not score maximum marks. For example,

Items 1, 2, 3, 4: The questions for these four items namely - “Which school..?” (@ &a...?),
“In Which context..?” (2 éod&)doeﬁ“‘...?); on which date? (@ &4 ...7); “students of which
Grade...?” (9 orfed Deev) - targeted the specific name of the school, the context, date and

grade of students respectively. However, some candidates who answered these items wrongly
clearly demonstrate that they did not understand the question tag “which /.

For Item 2 “In which context..?” (2 o) doe5”...?); one candidate correctly wrote the answer
in his/her own word ‘bg éSéDaﬁo’ instead of citing “a2o &Se‘.@bbo” directly from the passage.
Item 6: “Dgb BN oL BVG0? 2.8 e Trabod.” While the expected answer for

this item is very clear in the poster, yet a few candidates gave their own answers such as:
“avcléo WoReErS, Hoty BdaderdS” which were not accepted since the main objective of this

exercise is to read with understanding and locate information in the text.

Item 7: “aoag e&wzgoanma 2BE?” Most of the candidates copied the answer directly

from the passage however, those who did not score for this item, did not mention the name of

the Head Mistress and instead wrote only the phrase without the answer; “ s"dzggme)eSﬁ
FS OIS H0y 9.9 BE HOLH ) LY ESITHOIVT .

Almost all the

candidates answered this item correctly and only one candidate wrote the synonym of the

Item 9: “ & V0 Doeadd DeI?” - Many candidates were able to answer correctly. One
candidate gave the answer in both Telugu and Roman numbers: voe2a3w- 4267534. Some

of the most common spelling / writing mistakes that were noted were:

Question 4

This question is split into two parts: 4A and 4B. 4A carries 5 marks and 4B carries 10 marks.
Candidates’ ability in reading comprehension is assessed through their understanding of the given

passage.

% Question 4A

This is a multiple-choice exercise. Very few students could score full marks. Most of the
candidates scored 2- 4 marks.

e Item 1 — A few candidates wrongly selected zweed (Sujata)/es02® (Anjali) instead of daz

(Teja).

% Question 4B
In this question, candidates are supposed to retrieve the answers from the passage and write in the
space provided. It seemed that several candidates found part of this reading comprehension

confusing and thus they could not answer the questions correctly, thus not scoring full marks.

e Item 1: Most of the candidates wrote “o°%0 S SJ"S"DOQJ"GJ” (they sit together) for the
question which is about “Eave HOE v LrFotod?” instead of writing “dz

(Teja).
e Item 3: Although this question was set from a direct speech, many candidates answered it

correctly.
o ltem 4 “E00 202085 DYDY Bdyoserd Sa o S7co?” - Very few candidates

could answer this part correctly; “z.& DG Je/ w8 Jes eS"a)é.” Most of them wrote only
“B00 Soes’ DEDDL™
e ltem 5: “Sve Bao0m Jotdd Qorercigcn?” — which was a higher order question could
not be answered correctly by several candidates. Some just stated - “Baom® €30 Dot
e Item 6: Some candidates could not re-arrange this question in the proper chronology. Some

did not even attempt this question.



Educators need to teach and advise the students to read the questions carefully before answering.
They should regularly refresh the students’ minds on the meaning of the different question tags.
Additionally, great emphasis should be laid on both lower and higher order (inference) questions.
More practice should be thus given in answering higher order questions both orally and written in

the class itself.



Question 5

This question assesses writing at the sentence level and it is split into two parts: 5A and 5B. 5A

carries 4 marks and 5B carries 6 marks.

¢ Question 5A
This exercise aims at assessing the knowledge of syntax through re-arranging jumbled words to
form a correct sentence. It has been noted that though most of the candidates were able to do it

very well, some still encountered lots of difficulty in this item. They could not rearrange the words

into a grammatically correct sentence as per the sentence construction in Telugu (sg-sdé-é,om -

subject-object-verb) and wrote the sentence as per English syntax (subject-verb-object). Some
answers like the following which were grammatically correct ones were also accepted. For
instance:

Very few candidates did not make use of all the jumbled words given to construct the sentences.

A few candidates did not attempt this question.

¢ Question 5B
In this question, students were expected to complete the given phrases to form a correct sentence.
The candidates’ critical thinking and creativity to complete the sentence with an original phrase
were being assessed in this exercise. It was noted that most of the candidates were able to complete
the phrases correctly and score full marks. There were some good sentences such as:

However, the following discrepancies were noted in several scripts.

- Wrong conjugation of verbs — tenses, e.g.: &0 &, IEDBI0 &
- Wrong use of case suffixes (Dz3§ pagosre; 8, &, &)
- Many candidates added only o0&/ €% 0.

- Many students were unable to form correct sentences.
For example:

Some candidates do not know how to complete sentences while making use of “mrS.”

Thus, educators must lay emphasis on the basic principles of writing, grammar and spelling.
Students must be encouraged to write on a daily basis and appropriate feedback must be provided

to them so that they can correct their mistakes.

Question 6

This question consists of a cloze text and carries 10 marks. The objective of this exercise is to
assess reading with understanding. The candidates are expected to select the appropriate answer
from the given list of words. The candidates possessing a good command of the language were

able to successfully complete the exercise.

However, it seemed that some candidates did not understand the meaning of the given words and
chose words at random to fill in the blanks or did not fill in the blanks at all. Some candidates did

not also understand words like D) & (never) in the text. Some candidates, who were not familiar
with the word ‘eso0dme,” did not where to place the word. Moreover, many candidates did not
know how to place the verb <0&°300&’ in the appropriate blank as that sentence ended with ‘s
BoD&od;’ so they misread it as a sentence having two finite verbs instead as part of an indirect
speech. There were also some writing mistakes that were noted: ‘:‘3%30 instead of MV
instead of ‘gSaso’ and ‘evoddre instead of evoeddrre’.

Moreover, there were cases where some candidates even wrote the given words wrongly in the
blanks. Many candidates seem not to be familiar with and did not know how to use verbs in
imperative mood/ @vgarcszggé SoW; “BIrEL”.

Thus, it would be advisable that educators teach their students about writing direct and indirect
speech, imperative mood both orally and in written form.

Question 7

This question consists of 2 parts — 7A and 7B and it carries 10 marks.

Question 7A

This question aims at assessing candidates’ knowledge of grammar and spelling in context. It

carries 5 marks. Candidates were expected to correct words containing grammatical or spelling

mistakes. It was noted that very few of them scored full marks in this item. The following instances

were noted:

Item 1: Some candidates upon seeing the verb ‘&) aw” wrongly wrote “e9” instead of
writing “=°/ <°£0”. The formation of possessive pronoun “ze” was being assessed.

Item 2: A few candidates instead of writing “s5o&&” wrongly wrote “&&&/ 9508/ Ho¢d/
Soc”. The usage of past particle was being assessed as it directly linked with “gor(s/after.”

Item 3: Instead of writing “oodare”, a few candidates wrongly wrote “soozecsd/

B0oed/ Svocdded.” This item was testing the distinction of masculine gender.

Item 4: Instead of writing “éiﬁa/ @i)&é/é“‘_\pé‘l”, many students wrote “Bcdy/
@rﬁ)&/ @&bo&”' The adjectival particle of the verb was being assessed in this item.

Item 5: The aim of this item was to assess the plural form of the pronoun/ 28gTro0 “w@&”
to “e0d.” Some candidates only focused on “eo&” and wrongly wrote “oed/wd3/2b”
without even paying attention to the verb “:6Q°a3>0x” at the end of the sentence to write

it correctly as “ead”.

It is really worrying and food for thought that candidates were unable to write adjectival particles

of verbs, possessive pronouns, gender and plural form of words. It is recommended that such

exercises be regularly given to students to enable them to develop the required skills and

confidence to successfully complete such exercises.

% Question 7B

This question aims at assessing knowledge and application of word formation as per the
grammatical rules in Telugu. It carries 5 marks.

Candidates were required to fill in the blanks with the correct transformation of the given words.
It was noted that most students found this activity difficult. Very few candidates scored full marks
while most of them scored marks ranging from 2 to 4. Some candidates even failed to score marks.

It was noted that there were several grammatical and spelling mistakes such as:

Instead of writing “&o~d4”, several candidates wrote “d6/ &/ &oren”.

- Instead of “Drro0”, some candidates wrote D300 / JFrw / dFeworr.”

- Instead of “o°¢b” candidates wrote “TrBe6>/T°a30 /TP 0% / TP E0.”

- Instead of “c5&”, some candidates wrote as a past adjectival participle “c&D” and
others misread it as an adjective ‘D3dge0’ and wrongly wrote it as an adverb ‘Sosoe
D3eeo’ by adding suffix “me”” and wrote it as “cd&T/ 90D Or as a verb “eddDod.”

- Lack of knowledge about the plural form for exception word like: Doct = 0%/ DHogo and

instead wrongly wrote “ocen” or as “Hocorr.”

- A few candidates reproduced the same underlined words in the blank spots.

In order to operate well in such exercises, students should understand the nuances of language and
have firm grip on grammar. They must also understand the principles of word transformation in
different contexts. This is possible if along with simple and easy words students are also exposed
to difficult and more complex words formation. Moreover, regular practice of such exercises can

strengthen the students’ grip on the language.

Question 8

This question is designed to assess the candidates’ ability to use simple cohesive devices or
conjunctions to write sentences. It carries a total of 10 marks. Based on the given pictures and
words, candidates are expected to form sentences and link them together to make up a coherent
story. It was noted that candidates did quite well and some were even able to score full marks in
this exercise. There were very good sentences such as:

However, there were still some who performed very poorly and others who did not even

attempt this question, thus scoring zero. Around 15% of the candidates did not score any marks in

this question.

Common mistakes regarding the use of case affixes (23S Qééoarw) and the conjugation of

verbs were noticed. For instance:

50:652)3d3 - It seemed that some candidates could not understand this verb form
conjugated it (36:3:y&=cD).
Sereoen - Some candidates even conjugated this word like a verb (Sratoeaercd). Even

the noun “o°&” was conjugated (ZeTreone Seeeld ).

Incorrect use of case affixes/postpositions (&g HeSgairen) — :oange‘.’acsoeS‘5 instead of

DANGBTDS.

Missing verbs at the end of sentences; use of improper verbs and improper conjugation of
verbs in sentences — (FOr €.g.. rArawen Sa°Ed; POV DEATPE); AP
%) B; IR EEro; T30 2DA0B, TP (1A ).

There were also several spelling mistakes such as — “go&ooedo, 1oé0080”.

It was also noted there was wrong subject-verb agreement with regard to the word
“€800800” (208 Ter 2.8 L0080 DIVGSET IS DE°W).

On the other hand, there were also sentences such as the following:

After analysing the overall performance of the candidates, it was noted that they encounter lots
of difficulties with regard to sentence construction and syntax. There were several mistakes in
the use of some grammatical elements such as conjugation of verbs, tenses, subject — verb
agreement, use of correct case affixes etc. It is to be noted that such mistakes are recurrent ones.
Therefore, educators must try different techniques so as to teach students how to construct
grammatically correct and meaningful sentences. Moreover, they must be given a lot of practice
in sentence construction and special attention should be given to slow learners so that they can

at least attempt such exercises.

Question 9

This question aims at assessing the candidates’ ability to write a coherent piece of continuous prose
through a canvas. It carries 10 marks. It was observed that brilliant students wrote their essays
eloquently and coherently and they were successful in attaining maximum marks. It is worth noting
that some students were even able to score the totality of the marks in this writing exercise since
they harnessed excellent ideas.

However, it is a matter of great concern that several candidates did not even attempt this exercise.
While some did not write anything, others just copied the canvas.

It was also noted that only a handful were able to score Band 1 (9-10 marks). These candidates
wrote very good compositions with well-organised ideas and coherence. Moreover, there was also

the proper use of idioms and expressions such as:

There were mistakes pertaining to grammatical elements such as adjectives, use of tenses,
lack of consistency in the conjugation of verbs, subject — verb agreement, inconsistency in the use
of case affixes and so on.

Moreover, several spelling mistakes were noted. It seems that students are unable to write due to

a lack of vocabulary in the target language.

Below are some of the compositions ranging from excellent to average/poor.
The following compositions were considered to be from Band 1 (10 marks).

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Recommendations

Language learning is about developing the necessary competence to use the language in an

effective and comprehensible manner. After analysing the performance of the candidates, the

following recommendations are proposed with a view to improve the teaching and learning process

of Telugu language in the primary schools:

1.

Educators should place more emphasis on reading skills so that the learners can read with
understanding. This will help in improving their vocabulary and grammar as well as
enhance their ability to answer the questions - especially comprehension questions and the
close text.

Educators should also focus on the improving the learners’ listening and speaking skills in
Telugu. Once the learners are able to listen and distinguish between the different phonetic
sounds of the alphabets, they will be able to write without any spelling and writing
mistakes.

Educators are should adopt new strategies to encourage writing skill practice in their
learners. They should cater to the different abilities of students and customise teaching
strategies on improving their skill writing practice accordingly. They should provide
sample of essays and practice different types of sentence construction depending on the
abilities of their learners.

Educators are further encouraged to make use of technological tools in the classroom
environment to further enrich the inquisitiveness of the learners with user- friendly
technological tools in the language.

Provide maximum exposure to Telugu language in the classroom, through comprehensible
input, for proper development of the language skills.

Along with the language skills, emphasis should also be laid on the teaching of vocabulary
as a lack of knowledge in this area has a direct impact on understanding.

Teach all parts of grammar at regular intervals and encourage learners to produce
grammatically correct pieces of writing. Drilling exercises and repetition might be helpful
in the case of slow learners.

Make use of a variety of teaching methods which cater for all types of learners (VAK), i.e

an eclectic method.

To facilitate learning and motivate learners to learn Telugu, the use of different teaching
aids and technological tools would be highly beneficial.

The key to success in a language classroom to focus on honing the reading, writing and
communication skills.

Make frequent use of questioning through both lower and higher order questions laying
greater emphasis on higher order questions.

Identify the students’ learning difficulties, do remedial teaching and revision at regular
intervals.

Go mostly for formative assessments and provide appropriate feedback to students.
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Conclusion

As an ending note, it can be concluded that a vast majority of candidates have roughly been able
to acquire the basic knowledge in the language. It seems that candidates had difficulty in mastering
the skill of writing; sentence construction and essay writing mainly. Several of the candidates had
difficulties to understand higher order questions and hence could not answer them accordingly.
Nevertheless, a few candidates have been able to perform brilliantly in most of the questions and
showered mastery in most of the language skills. Hence, it would advisable that educators devise

strategies to help candidates gain mastery in tackling the questions.

It should be noted that a sound phonetic awareness, good grammatical and vocabulary knowledge
are the basis for language learning. Any deficiency in these aspects, paves the way to inadequate
development of the four language skills and this could be clearly seen in the students’ performance.
The educators have the challenging tasks of devising appropriate ways and means to develop and
enhance the learners’ phonological, grammatical and vocabulary knowledge. They also have the
responsibility to ease the learners’ learning difficulties through a variety of teaching methods,
teaching aids and technological tools. A well-prepared remedial and revision plan would surely
lead to better students’ performance in the language. Teaching a foreign language in the Mauritian
context is surely a task full of hurdles. Therefore, educators need to be reflective practitioners all

along so as to continue improving the teaching and learning process in Mauritius.
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
