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Introduction

The Primary School Achievement Certificate (PSAC) is an annual examination devised by the
Mauritius Examinations Syndicate for Grade 6 students. The PSAC Grade 6 Marathi Question Paper
is a prototype paper which is set annually by the Mauritius Examinations Syndicate. This paper
consists of nine questions formulated considerately by focusing on the mixed abilities and capabilities
of the candidates. The assessment objectives coordinate with the goals and objectives of the National

Curriculum Framework (NCF) for primary education.

The assessment of Marathi concentrates on and examines mainly the three language competencies;
e Reading comprehension 40 %
e Grammar and vocabulary 30%
e Writing 30 %

General comments
For the cohort of the year 2023, there was a total of 152 candidates, out of which 127 candidates have
passed the examinations and 25 candidates could not achieve the pass mark in the subject. The total

percentage pass is 83.55%; showcasing an increase in the overall performance for Marathi Language.

This report focuses teachers. The foundational objective of this report is a guided attention provided
to enable students in bettering their reading and writing skills, together with the assimilation
capabilities and understanding. Teachers will gain an extended overview of the expected objectives
of the questions that are set and thus, coach the candidates accordingly. Teachers should scrutinize
the detailed language specific explanations and illustrations and consequently recognize the strengths
and weaknesses of the students as well as envisage possible methods and ways of improving the

students’ performances in the coming years.

A significant number of candidates worked well on the basic and intermediate tasks. Yet,
performance in higher order items of extended reading and writing shows that there is still room for
improvement in these higher order skills. Concerning vocabulary, most candidates performed fairly
well in tasks assessing the knowledge and application of basic, everyday language. However, many
candidates struggled with the spelling of basic, everyday words. Inaddition, many candidates found
it difficult to use varied and precise vocabulary in tasks requiring them to do so. As the most

preoccupied part, writing remains the most challenging skill for most of the candidates.



Key messages

Candidates should:

Read abundantly to build their vocabulary and improve the use of language in general.
In grammar, the following areas should be consolidated:

= Correct use of pronouns — (ﬂTﬁTﬁD

= Subject-verb agreement W‘ﬁﬁm
= Adjectives (fazrem)

= Adverbs (fsarfazion

= Prepositions (XTeGaNT 3E)

= Conjunctions (SHIFIT 3/)

= Exclamation words (HI@UIR o)

In Intermediate Reading (Question 4A), candidates should be constantly advised to keep
their answer to information given in the text only. Also, they should not lift
indiscriminate answers from the text.

In the Extended Reading task (Question 4B), most candidates require more practice to
deal with higher-order reading skills like making inferences and using context to guess
the meaning of unfamiliar words.

In Questions 8 and 9 respectively, candidates need additional coaching and practice to
develop their storyline fully while paying attention to grammar, spelling and punctuation
and ensure that they are varying the sentence types and using appropriate vocabulary.



Specific Comments
OQUESTION 1A

In this question, candidates are required to identify the given pictures and write the name of the
object accordingly. Six pictures are given to the candidates along with one example which was
‘bottle’. This item tests knowledge of basic vocabulary words. The pictures of nose, bicycle, hat,
elephant and mountain were given. 1 mark is allocated for each correct answer.

For the word ‘nose’ — “-Td”’, most candidates have been able to write it correctly. Some have given
the following wrong answers: “PI’, AN, AT

For the word ‘bicycle’ — “HII$H S, candidates have also written: TS, OGS, OGS,
Some candidates have written the word “a¥q’.

Instead of writing ‘Y’ for the image ‘hat’, some candidates wrote ‘CIg®!”, “®Td’°, §lc’ and even
Instead of writing ‘gl for the image ‘elephant’, some candidates wrote 3TFRHS”, ‘_E@Qf’, SHAY’
and even ‘TTUIRT".

For the word ‘mountain’ — “S1 ¥’, some candidates have written words like: ‘ST, TR,

Some candidates had difficulties in recalling and writing the appropriate words for the given
images and left blank spaces.

Question 1B

This question is a matching exercise whereby 6 pictures are given, and candidates have to match
the pictures with the given sentences. The purpose of this question is to assess candidates’ ability
to read at a basic level by matching a sentence to its corresponding image.

One example is given. 1 mark is allocated for each good answer. Most of the candidates have been
able to attempt the matching exercise successfully. Those who cannot read with understanding,

have had difficulty in working out the question.



Question 2A

This question assesses a range of grammatical structures through multiple choice items. The
grammatical items examined the use of tenses (present, past and future tense), prepositions,
conjunction, pronouns, adjectives, etc. 1 mark is given for each good answer. Though the sentences
were simple ones, yet, some candidates faced difficulty in choosing the appropriate words to

complete the sentences. A few students have scored 10 marks.

The following items were found to be challenging:

Many candidates chose ‘TeU[1° and ‘PRUI’as they are more familiar and most frequently used
words.

Item 4: ©cT ATSTo! 101 Gob WM SHTO.

Many candidates chose ‘WI’. Some opted for “WIdId’ as they linked the verb‘@Tdrd’ with the
subject ‘H@f’.

Item 9: ST (UGS URITST SIS

Many candidates chose ‘r@’, ‘“UraM’and ‘grAmT’.

Question 2B

This question is also a multiple-choice exercise, where contextual vocabulary is being tested. 1
mark is allocated for each correct answer. Many candidates have given the following incorrect

ansSwers:

Item 1: AST IR 98 SN

Many candidates gave the wrong answers like ‘IfT’and “3fHg”.

Item 2: HRT 3TUSG [d® WSS MY TR,
Many candidates chose ‘f&gid’and ‘fadd ud’.

Item 5: AT ASGId HIER §¢ USO.

Many candidates chose ‘3TTS!” instead of “AICR” as they got confused with 3FRTS!” having
the word ‘TSI at the end.

Upon analysis, it is therefore required to lay more emphasis on grammar with further practice of

multiple choice question.



Question 3

A poster based on activities to be held at school on the occasion of World Water Day was given.
Candidates were required to read the poster with understanding and find the appropriate
information in order to answer the questions. Most of the candidates have been able to answer the
questions correctly. Some candidates had difficulties in answering item 8 only. The other questions
were within the reach of the candidates. Candidates were able to identify and interpret the given
information and provided a plethora of correct answers for the following items:

Overall, many candidates have been able to score maximum marks for this question. Many have

given answers of their own to the open-ended questions.

However, it has been noted that few candidates had difficulty in reading and locating the answers
and thus, they score very low marks or even did not answer any question. As remedial, additional

support must be encouraged to enhance functional reading and understanding.



Question 4A

The narrative text was set assessing candidates’ ability in reading comprehension. This Extended
Reading Comprehension task goes beyond literal understanding of a text and a range of reading
comprehension skills are assessed. This year, the text consisted of locating explicit information,
identifying central themes and ideas, inference-based, analyzing aspects of character, following
the chronology of events in the text types of questions.

The main focus of this question is to assess the candidates’ comprehension at an intermediate level
and also test their ability to find out certain information in the passage. The overall performance
for this exercise was satisfactory. The candidates have acquired some basic reading skills and
they were able to read and spot the answers from the passage and selected the correct options.

Most of the candidates have answered all items correctly. Yet, there were a few who could not
attempt any of the multiple choice. Students should be guided on how to spot and select the answers
appropriately.

Question 4B

This question assesses reading with comprehension at an extended level. Only a few candidates
have been able to attempt all questions correctly. Candidates who have mastered the language
could read with understanding and have tried their best to answer the questions. Some candidates
could not put the sentences in order according to the sequence of the passage. A few candidates

could not answer any questions.

The following observations have been made:
Item 1: Candidates wrote ‘UBHBIGAD’ instead of ‘SREUNSIAS .
Item 2: Candidates have been able to locate the answer and wrote it correctly.

Item 3: Candidates did not understand the part ‘®I0ft fdgRS” and instead of writing who asked the
questions as answers, they wrote which questions were asked.

Item 4: Many candidates couldn’t explain fully WU dTeR HIeUl AT fa=amear ol or WBU
STeR BIGS AT faTaR Bhah b’ Most of them wrote only 50! dTgR BVl .

Item 5: Most of the candidates have successfully attempted this part of question.

Item 6: Some students miswrote ‘3’ for ‘&’ while some wrote the answers in roman numerals
instead of numerals in Marathi.

It has also been observed that a few students have not attempted any question at all. Candidates should
be guided and encouraged to read the comprehension with basic understanding and locate the correct
answers.



Question 5A

This question evaluates candidates’ knowledge of sentence structures and their ability to apply
syntactic rules in Marathi through re-arranging jumbled words to form proper syntax. A variety
of tasks were set and comprised of putting the words in order to make a meaningful sentence.

Two marks are given for each sentence. Most of the students have been able to attempt this
question.

It has been highlighted that some candidates committed mistakes, and some even missed words
while recopying the words. Therefore, more practice should be given on such types of exercises
and special attention and focus should be given on correct sentence structure.



Question 5B

Knowledge of syntax was tested through a sentence completion task. In this question, candidates are
given the start of the sentences and they are expected to complete them on their own. Many
candidates have made the effort to complete the sentences but there were many grammatical
mistakes found in syntax and sentence construction. Very few candidates scored full marks. Some
did not conjugate the verbs properly. Some could do correct subject-verb agreement. Confusion of
using gender for the words could be noticed. Some of the related sentences are as follows:

Some did not conjugate the verbs in the correct tenses. A few candidates have not attempted this
question at all. Additional coaching should be guided to enhance the practice of such exercises.

Question 6

This question is a higher order reading task assessing the use of language which requires the ability
to rely on the context to guess the suitable word to fill in the gaps. Thus, to be able to work out
this question, candidates need to have a substantial grasp of receptive vocabulary. This question
tests reading and the use of language through cloze text exercise. The candidates are required to
read the text then choose the correct answers from the given words and fill in the given spaces.

A few candidates have understood the passage and have scored 10 marks. But many candidates
have scored only few marks. Most of the candidates scored marks below 5 in this exercise, due
to lack of comprehension. Only a few have committed mistakes while copying the given words.

Many candidates got confused when they saw the verb ‘USG” in the text. Instead of writing the
answer ‘BIC’ in front of the verb ‘US®’, they wrote “WI®I". It seems that they did not grasp the
meaning of this word in the context of this extract. Where the word “@TI®!” should have been
written, the candidates wrote “U8®’, which is a wrong answer. Further, many students got
confused with the uses of the words ‘US®’, ‘UTGI®I” and ‘ARSI

Overall, it can be concluded that most candidates did not get the gist of the extract and hence,
they faced difficulty to work out the text with the appropriate word.
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Question 7A

This question is a higher order reading task assessing the use of language which requires the ability
to deal with grammar and spelling in context and rely on the context to guess the suitable word
to fill in the gaps. Thus, to be able to work out this question, candidates need to have a substantial
grasp of receptive and productive vocabulary.

In Part A, candidates had to fill in the gaps with appropriate words from the list of given words.
A satisfactory performance, with a vast majority scoring 5 marks or close, was noted in this part
of the question. In this exercise, there is one wrong word given in each sentence. Candidates
should write the correct word formation in the space provided. Some candidates have been able
to give the correct answers, but many candidates have wrongly written the words.

They have given the following answers:

Question 7B

This question assesses candidates’ knowledge and application of word transformation rules in
Marathi. This question consists of transformation of words which to requires comprehended
reading in order to guess the suitable word to fill in the gaps. Thus, to be able to work out this
question, candidates need to have a consolidated grasp of receptive and productive vocabulary.

Only a handful scored full marks in this question, showing that a vast majority still find it
challenging to tackle items assessing word formation rules. Many candidates have wrongly
written the words. Few candidates have been able to fill in all the gaps with appropriate words. A
satisfactory performance, with a vast majority scoring 3 to 4 marks was noted in this question.

However, it has been brought to attention that many candidates faced difficulty while attempting
this exercise.

They have given the following answers:

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Question 8

This question assesses candidates’ ability of using simple cohesive devices such as adverbs of
time, manner or place or coordinating conjunctions to write a short but coherent text. Five pictures
with a set of words alongside were given. Candidates were required to use the given words in order
to write one sentence on each picture while ensuring that their five sentences made up a coherent

story.

Majority of the students have written good and interesting sentences. In certain cases, they have
displayed their good mastery of the language, but others have wrongly written the sentences with
spelling and grammatical mistakes. The words given were very common and familiar to candidates
but still, a few of them could not write appropriate sentences. Some candidates left this exercise
unanswered.

The following issues were pointed out:

Some candidates used the given words in different sentences.
In some cases, candidates wrote correct sentences but omitted one of the given words.

In other instances, instead of the given words, equivalent words were used. Such practices
should be discouraged since it can result in loss of marks as the instructions are being
ignored.

Several candidates struggled with vocabulary words or correct tenses or pronouns or even
prepositions to be used.

Some students produced syntactically incorrect sentences.

Hence, it is recommended that students must be guided and taught how to write grammatically
correct sentences using appropriate vocabulary. Imperatively, this implies that more emphasis
should be laid on such type of exercise and sentence writing.

Question 9

Question 9 assessed candidates’ ability to write a coherent piece of continuous prose. This
question normally assesses higher order writing skills, in particular candidates’ ability to:

e develop a storyline creatively and coherently

e make use of accurate grammar

e use varied sentence structures

e express themselves using rich and appropriate vocabulary
Essay writing consists of demonstrating the ability to write a coherent piece of continuous writing. A
guided composition is given and candidates were required to write an essay of about 100 words.
Very few candidates have been able to write their essays correctly with good fluency and an adequate

use of good vocabulary and expressions.
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Most candidates had difficulties in understanding the term “Tgp¢a which made them to lose marks for the essay.
Also, some students committed many grammatical and spelling mistakes and demonstrated a very
limited range of vocabulary.

Some wrote very simple sentences with noticeable errors as they could not elaborate and develop
the ideas given in the canvas. A minority of candidates did not write anything, or they had copied
the canvas as it was. Some of them had written a long essay with irrelevant description at the
beginning of the composition. Pupils must be encouraged at class level to attempt this type of task.

Many candidates could have performed better, had they been more ambitious in their writing.
Other pertinent issues noted were:

e Lack of development of storyline
e Omission of instructions in the question given
e Linguistic issues including, inter alia:
- Incoherence of tenses
- Trouble with subject-verb agreement
- Incorrect use of tenses
- Errors in spelling and punctuation
- Lack of arich repertoire of vocabulary words
- Inappropriate syntax due to the influence of English or French

The following sample of essays is an illustration of the strengths and weaknesses encountered in
this year’s paper. The sampling is categorized as per the different marking bands. Errors have
been underlined.

Essay 1

Band 1 (9-10 marks): Elaborate and well-developed story, G/S/P and syntax very accurate with
very few errors written in an organized and coherent style.
