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General Comments

The main objective of this report is to provide an overview of the students’ performance in the
exams by highlighting their strength and weaknesses. At the same time it proposes ways forward
to Educators as to how to promote the receptive and communicative skills of the students as well
as their assimilation capabilities and understanding.

The question paper is divided into 9 questions. The candidates, on the whole, did not encounter
major difficulties in answering the questions. The paper was within the reach of many candidates.

Question 1A

The question relates to the labeling of 5 pictures and carries 5 marks. The majority of the
candidates did quite well in this exercise. But there were still many candidates who could not
write the Telugu words of the pictures correctly.

Some students did not know the Telugu words for monkey, ear, cup and wardrobe.

While some students wrote the English word ‘monkey” in Telugu script (2008), there were others

who could not identify the animal and wrongly wrote “ &./<%),” (bird/dog) instead.

One or two students used the verb “to hear/listen” for ear. Some students wrote the English word

‘ear” in Telugu script (waf&/=8) while others wrote “8y/gen /&) /B0 /337

(eye/mose/hand). Some students even wrote “se&w/ 3860/ %) ” which conveyed other meanings.

Some of the students wrote ‘thing/object’ instead of cup and wardrobe. Some of them wrote the

English word ‘mug” in Telugu script (206/0t0) for “cup”. Several wrong answers like 2,

erth, &@kw, g (bottle, pant, tasse, gas) were also written.



Nearly all the students attempted the 5" picture well, that is, window/door. Only one or two

students wrote ‘thing/object’. Some of the students wrote “house” but in its secondary form

“eq083/2085™ instead of its original form “een”.
Most of the students could well identify the “wardrobe” (es2s208) but a few of them wrote it with

spelling mistake. Two to three students wrote oz (table) and g;g, (fridge) which were wrong.

Parts of the body, animals, kitchen utensils and household things are basic things. Students must
know these things in Telugu and be able to write them correctly. Very few students could attempt

this exercise without spelling mistakes. For instance, the students wrote dental sounds for retroflex

sounds, retroflex sounds for dental sounds, long vowels for short vowels, short vowels for long

vowels and also with other types of spelling mistakes which in some cases conveyed wrong

meaning. For e.g. (see examples below in Telugu)

Question 1B

This question assesses the candidates’ ability to read and understand at a basic level. It is done
through matching a sentence to the corresponding picture. It carries 5 marks. The majority of
the candidates did very well here as they matched the sentences with the appropriate pictures and
hence got full marks. However, one student did only 4 matchings, that is, there were only 4 arrows,
one sentence was not matched but all the 4 matchings were correct. One student matched 2
sentences with the same picture. The teachers need to draw the students’ attention on these things

so that they do not lose marks unnecessarily.

Question 2A

This question consists of 10 Multiple Choice questions and carries 10 marks. It aims at testing
candidates’ knowledge and recognition of proper grammatical structures. While only a few
candidates did quite well, many of them could not attempt these questions well.

This question revealed the students’ poor grammatical knowledge — the wrong use of pronouns,
cases/postpositions, question tags, infinite verb, adjectival form of the verbs (when followed by
after /before), tense, forms of nouns and time markers like ‘long ago, at this moment’ was obvious.
This question is one of the easiest questions of the paper. It provides a great opportunity for the
students to score maximum marks. Educators need to focus a lot on this type of question and

grammatical items and provide maximum practice for better performance.

Question 2B

This question consists of 5 Multiple Choice questions, carrying 1 mark each. Candidates’
knowledge on vocabulary is assessed through multiple-choice items. Many students could not
identify the correct answers. This shows the poor vocabulary knowledge of the students. The
latter are supposed to know basic and common vocabulary like kitchen, cooking, to be tired, to
sleep, to buy, to sit among others. Teachers should lay great emphasis on vocabulary building.

Regular revision should be done on basic and common vocabulary for mastery.



Question 3

This question assesses candidates’ ability to read with understanding and locate information in the
passage. This question consists of 10 questions and carries 10 marks.

The passage was well within the reach of candidates. Some of the students did very well and scored
maximum marks in this question but the majority did not score maximum marks. However, some

students did not answer some questions correctly. For example,

Item 1: “to whom” (Qs568) denotes a person but “Dubai” (a place/country) was given as answer.

This shows that the students did not understand an easy question tag like “to whom”.

Item 2: The answer is very clear in the passage but the following wrong answers were given —
“sea”, “to swim”.

Item 4: Some students did not mention the reason why Ravina likes Dubai but copied the question
by just removing “why”.

Item 6: Many students wrongly answered by writing “things/gown/beach/gift/sea” without the
corresponding verb and this is not acceptable. An action verb is a must here.

Item 7: Many candidates did complete lifting by copying the whole sentence comprising the word

gift. They did not mention the name of the gift that was bought. It seems that they did not

understand the question tag “Q” (what).

While some students had difficulties in answering the “why” questions, one or two students
surprisingly used their logical thinking and identified the day (Monday) from the dates given in
the passage (Saturday 14™ July and 16™ July) for question 7 (When will Ravina go to school?).

Educators should focus greatly on the “why” (Qo¢0o£) questions and at the same time train the

students in such a way that they do not do complete lifting. The students should be trained to
extract the exact/required information from the given text.



Question 4

This question is split into two parts: 4A and 4B. 4A carries 5 marks and 4B carries 10 marks.
Candidates’ ability in reading comprehension is assessed through their understanding of the given
passage.

= Question 4A

This is a multiple-choice exercise. Very few students could score full marks. In this exercise,
most of the students correctly answered Item 1 but most of them wrongly answered:

Item 2 - by selecting 8¢ (bread) /g (eggs) instead of ai’)o°55:> (biryani).

Item 3 - by selecting bo‘léd& (bathroom) /&¢ (garden) instead of oextsd (kitchen).

Item 4 - by selecting &°o erer Sume o (it was very cold inside); instead of e9oe6> S0
B0 B0 SR & (they all covered their noses).

Item 5 - by selecting 00T €O (kept) instead of SraDaecy (threw away). Here it seems that

the students do not know the meaning of these two action verbs.

= Question 4B

In this question, candidates are supposed to retrieve the answers from the passage and write in the

space provided.

Item 1: Most of the students answered “@oe3S dgecb” (they went home)/ “88f Heey6d” (they

returned/came back home) instead of “to England”.

Item 2: Many students answered this question correctly as it was easy.

Item 3 and Item 4: Very few students could answer these higher order questions (Qer, Qo)

correctly.

Item 5: Many of the students gave the correct answer but still some of them answered wrongly.



Item 6: The majority of the students copied the sentence containing this question’s wordings from

the passage. This sentence did not answer the question at all. This shows that they did not

understand the question. Only a few students could answer this question correctly.

Item 7: Many students did not attempt the chronology item well. So, they did not score full

marks.

Educators need to advise the students to read the questions carefully before answering. They
should regularly refresh the students’ minds on the meaning of the different question tags.
Additionally, great emphasis should be laid on both lower and higher order (inference)
questioning. However, more practice in answering higher order questions orally and in written in

the class itself is most required.

Question 5

This question assesses writing at the sentence level and it is split into two parts: 5A and 5B. 5A

carries 4 marks and 5B carries 6 marks.

= Question 5A
This exercise aims at assessing the knowledge of syntax through re-arranging jumbled words to
form a correct sentence. It has been noted that though several candidates were able to do it very
well, there were still some who encountered lots of difficulty in this item. They could not rearrange

the words into a grammatically correct sentence following the sentence construction in Telugu

(sg-Sdé-éo:i) — SOV). Some candidates were unable to rearrange part () as they did not

know where to put the words like “§ :)Q,’ :363‘)” in the sentence.

For example:

= Question 5B
In this question, students were expected to complete the given phrases to form a correct sentence.
It was noted that very few students were able to complete the phrases correctly and score full
marks. There were some good sentences such as:

However, the following discrepancies were noted in several scripts.
- Wrong conjugation of verbs - tenses.

- Many students were unable to form correct sentences.

- Wrong use of case suffixes (23§ pagairen)

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It was noted that when there is the conditional verb ‘@&’ several students did not know in which

tense the finite verb should be. Moreover, there were other grammatical errors as follows:

Some do not know how to complete sentences when there is the use of “TrPS”.

Thus, educators must lay emphasis on the basic principles of writing, grammar and spelling.
Students must encouraged to write on a daily basis and appropriate feedback must be provided to
them so that they can correct their mistakes.

Question 6

This question consists of a cloze text and carries 10 marks. The objective of this exercise is to
assess reading with understanding. Students are expected to select the appropriate answer from the
given list of words. Students possessing a good command of the language were able to successfully
complete the exercise.

While it seemed that some students did not understand the meaning of the given words, it was also
noted that some students chose words at random thus denoting a weakness in comprehension and
thinking abilities.

Moreover, there were cases where some candidates even used words twice. There was a confusion

in using the infinite verbs “CSPR>e, PEIBT, SV,



Question 7

This question consists of 2 parts — 7A and 7B and it carries 10 marks.

=  Question 7A

This question aims at assessing candidates’ knowledge of grammar and spelling in context. It
carries 5 marks. Students are expected to correct words containing grammatical or spelling
mistakes. It was noted that very few of them scored full marks in this item. The following instances

were noted:

- Instead of writing “"acgdo”, many students wrote “@¢36d, Bo&E, Bocen, ot

- For the sentence “=° 20D e eSotito ea*’;)'ow”, which assesses students’

knowledge of singular — plural, many students were unable to write the correct form of the
word in plural. It was noted that students wrote “eS"ociSor™” (‘T denoting an adverb)

because the word was followed by a verb. Some even wrote “eS‘oriGoen”.

- B % QoTroen Sa3rd BJCo” — aims at assessing their knowledge about
subject — verb agreement. But many students wrote “o&” instead of “S00”.

- For the sentence “Ga) Wgen erer @ e‘)w&o»”, students were expected to change
the noun “@&”” into an adjective “BODS /BOJrier”. However, it was noted that they
wrote “@O0, BOIS, BODIH, O

- In the sentence, “@m&m& 902 2®Do&”, candidates should have replaced the

mistake with the correct case suffix. But it was noted that instead of “&0/”, many

students wrote ‘&”.

It is a matter of great concern that after learning the language for six consecutive years, candidates

are unable to write simple words like “'z?cgcb, eS’oiore, a@gé” etc. It is recommended that

such exercises be regularly given to students to enable them to develop the required skills and

confidence to successfully complete such exercises.
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= Question 7B

This question aims at assessing knowledge and application of word formation rules in Telugu. It
carries 5 marks. Students were required to fill in the blanks with the correct transformation of the
given words. Data showed that, with some exceptions, most students found this activity difficult
despite that these words were not new to them. It was noted that there were several grammatical

and spelling mistakes such as:

Instead of writing “sterbé”, several students wrote “Qs)b&ﬁ” for the verb “«DSJZJ”.
- Instead of “Pcordre /T eoTr”, students wrote “edr, TS,

- Lack of knowledge about the use of adjectival participles -“sgé/ Scﬁoéoé‘l/ 5§

Q0"
- For “s05°& S6¢58”, students wrote “s05°E, ba.)godo”.

In order to operate well in such exercises, students should understand the intricacies of language
and have firm grip on grammar. They must also understand the principles of word transformation
in different contexts. This is possible if along with simple and easy words students are also exposed
to difficult and more complex words. Moreover, regular practice of such exercises can foster

language learning.

Question 8

This activity assesses students’ ability to use simple cohesive devices or conjunctions to write
sentences and it carries of 10 marks. Pictures and words are given, based on which they are
required to form sentences and link them together to make up a coherent story. Very few students

were able to score full marks in this exercise. There were lots of mistakes regarding the use of case

affixes (D233 Qézgo:irw) and the conjugation of verbs.

know the meaning of the word “Qocé”.

Overall, it seems that students face a lot of difficulties with the use of some grammatical elements
such as conjugation of verbs, tenses, subject — verb agreement, use of correct case affixes etc.

There were also instances whereby some students did not even attempt the exercise and there were

those who just copied the pairs of words and added “&o& / &3"()“63” at the end of the sentences.

Thus, students must be given lots of practice in sentence construction and special attention should

be given to slow learners so that they at least attempt such exercises.

Question 9

This question aims at assessing the candidates’ ability to write a coherent piece of continuous prose
through a canvas. It carries 10 marks. It was observed that brilliant students wrote their essays
eloquently and coherently and they were successful in attaining maximum marks. It is worth noting
that some students had the privilege of scoring full marks in this writing exercise since they
harnessed excellent ideas.

However, it is a matter of great concern that around fifty candidates did not attempt this exercise.
It seemed that several students did not understand the canvas. While some did not write anything,
others just copied the canvas.

It was also noted that very few students were able to score Band 1 (9-10 marks). There were
candidates who wrote very good compositions with well-organized ideas and coherence.

Moreover, there was also the proper use of idioms and expressions such as:

There were mistakes pertaining to grammatical elements such as adjectives, use of tenses, lack of
consistency in the conjugation of verbs, subject — verb agreement, inconsistency in the use of case
affixes and so on.

Moreover, several spelling mistakes were noted. It seems that students are unable to write due to
a lack of vocabulary in the target language.

Below are some of the compositions ranging from excellent to average/poor.

The following compositions were considered to be from Band 1 (10 marks).

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Recommendations

Some recommendations are proposed below with a view to improve the teaching and learning

process of Telugu language in the primary schools:

Sounds are generally considered to be the basis of any language. Therefore, all sounds,
letters, vowels, consonants, and syllables should be regularly taught especially those which
differ in our mother tongue (L1) so as to ease reading and writing problems.

The Telugu teacher is the sole resource person and language model in the Telugu
language classroom. Therefore, he/she should be a good phonetician who speaks native-
like Telugu and whom the learners can follow.

Provide maximum exposure to Telugu language in the classroom, through comprehensible
input, for proper development of the language skills.

As lack of vocabulary knowledge impedes on understanding, vocabulary teaching needs to
be done to enhance learners’ lexicon and comprehension.

Teach all parts of grammar at regular intervals and encourage learners to produce
grammatically correct piece of writing. Drilling exercises and repetition might be helpful
in the case of slow learners.

The teacher should devise and implement interesting activities which develop all the 4
language skills — the receptive and communicative skills as well — in all lessons.

Make use of a variety of teaching methods which cater for all types of learners (VAK), i.e
an eclectic method.

To facilitate learning and motivate learners to learn Telugu, use of different teaching aids
and technological tools would be more beneficial.

Teach writing by using different writing models so as to inculcate good writing skills.
The key to success in a language classroom is more and more writing in terms of lots of
classwork and homework.

Make frequent use of questioning through both lower and higher order questions laying
greater emphasis on higher order questions.

Identify the students’ learning difficulties, do remedial teaching and revision at regular
intervals.

Go mostly for formative assessments and provide appropriate feedback to students.
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Conclusion

Finally, it may be concluded that many students have not acquired the necessary basic knowledge
in Telugu Language. A sound phonetic awareness, good grammatical and vocabulary knowledge
are essential for language learning. Their deficiency paves the way to inadequate development of
the 4 language skills and this could be clearly seen in the students’ performance. The educators
have the challenging tasks of devising appropriate ways and means to develop and enhance the
learners’ phonological, grammatical and vocabulary knowledge. They also have the responsibility
to ease the learners’ learning difficulties through a variety of teaching methods, teaching aids and
technological tools. A well-prepared remedial and revision plan would surely lead to better
students’ performance in Telugu language. Teaching a language like Telugu in the Mauritian
context is surely a task full of hurdles. Therefore, educators need to be reflective practitioners all
along so as to improve Telugu teaching and learning process in Mauritius. They need to motivate

the students to learn Telugu by providing a positive and motivating learning environment.
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
