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[The National Certificate of Education (NCE) assessment assessed the proficiency of candidates
in reading, writing, grammar & use of Telugu and translation. The different linguistic
competencies are divided as follows:

* Reading (25%)

* Writing (25%)

» Grammar and Use of Telugu (40%)
* Translation (10%)

A particular feature of the assessment is that each competency is assessed at different levels,
ensuring greater fairness by giving candidates a better chance to show their achievement levels.

Key messages

» Candidates are advised to read widely to build up their vocabulary in Telugu.
* Candidates should read instructions attentively.
« Candidates need to be acquainted with grammatical terms in Telugu.
* In grammar, candidates are still struggling with the following:
v" Verb-Subject Agreement, Subject-Predicate Agreement, Noun-Adjective
Agreement
Relative pronoun and its agreement in the relative clause
Exclamatory sentences and their punctuation
Transforming declarative sentences into interrogatives and negatives properly
v’ Correct use of the subjunctive mood.
* In Reading comprehension,
v’ candidates fare better on questions requiring literal understanding
v/ Candidates struggle with questions assessing higher-order reading skills like
making inferences, offering personal responses and guessing the meaning of
words in context.
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* In Writing,
v Candidates should pay closer attention to their use of grammar, spelling
and punctuation.
v Narrative essays require candidates to develop a storyline and use varied
sentence structures and a wide range of vocabulary to sustain the reader’s
interest.

v Descriptive essays require candidates to show a very wide range of
vocabulary to create an atmosphere. Far too often narrative essays were
produced instead of descriptive ones.



» In Translation,
v’ candidates generally fared well when finding the appropriate vocabulary
for translation
v Applying grammatical rules to the translation proved to be challenging to
most.

General Comments

In general, candidates performed satisfactorily on the NCE paper. The paper caters for all
abilities groups. But still some candidates encountered some difficulties to tackle the paper.
Many candidates performed quite well on the basic tasks and at times on the intermediate ones
across the competencies being assessed. However, for the higher order skills of extended reading
and writing, a lot of improvement is warranted. Nevertheless, there were some outstanding
performances also where the answers demonstrate good use of language, including complexity,
sophistication, appropriate vocabulary and expressions.



Comments on Specific Questions

Question 1

Question 1 tests a range of basic grammatical items. It uses multiple-choice items and open-
ended questions to assess candidates’ ability to deal with basic but essential grammatical items at
this level.

Most candidates faced well in this question but some questions seemed to be problematic to

some candidates.

Many candidates were unable to choose the simple future tense.

Iltem 7 :

Many candidates do not understand the concept of the use of this preposition. Many of them do
not know when to use Q in a sentence.

Item 9: Many candidates were unable to choose ‘&’

Item 11: Majority of the candidates were unable to put the right prepositions

Many candidates were not able to transform all the words into plural form. In fact most of the
words were supposed to be transformed. Many candidates put only some words into plural forms
which led to loss of marks.

Item 14: Q) T°D 8& ‘3‘5&‘5-

For this item candidates were supposed to join two sentences into one, transforming the verb into
an adjective. It seems that candidates are not well versed with this type of exercise. Many
candidates failed to give the correct answer.

Item 15
Although there are different ways to transform a sentence into negative form in Telugu,
candidates should pay heed to the tense of the verb in order to use the correct negative form.

Students need to be given the opportunity to practice for this question which could be multiple
choice items, matching, fill in the blanks, ticking the right option and open-ended items.
Moreover, students need to get used to instructions and grammatical terms in Telugu so that they
may answer the question well. It is to be noted that all the content of this question is found in the
syllabus. So the Teaching and Learning syllabus should be consulted to better prepare students
on the grammar and sentence structure items found in this question.

Question 2

The basic aim of this question is to assess candidates’ knowledge of common basic vocabulary in
Telugu. The performance of candidates was generally satisfactory.

Some candidates failed to answer this question correctly as they did not understand the meaning
of all the distracters.

Item 3:

The word ‘€8os3°e’ and ‘Sdocd’ might have hindered candidates’ understanding. Hence, they

could not choose the correct answer.

For this question much practice is needed to develop the vocabulary testing skills of the students.

Question 3(es) (es)

Question 3 assesses reading comprehension at a basic level, in particular the ability to locate
information. Candidates were required to read two short texts and show understanding by
locating explicit information from the given texts. The performance was encouraging with most
candidates showing that the fundamental reading skill of literal understanding had been acquired.
Most candidates performed well in this question.

The following items were less well done:

Part A:

Iltem 1:
Some candidates didn’t write the correct answer as the text mentioned 2 weeks and  number of
days has been asked.

Item 2:
Some candidates wrote only ‘@doe3 e3€y’, which is a wrong answer.
Examination technique is an important component in this question. It is important for candidates

to provide brief and accurate answers. Resorting to lifting of entire chunks of text is unlikely to
be rewarding to candidates.



Question 4
This question assesses candidates’ ability to write the given words in correct form, testing

grammar and spelling. Most students attempted the questions but very few got full marks. The
following words were the most common mistakes.

D0, @booé, SPY)

These items deal with the conjugation of verbs. Candidates failed to give the correct answer,
meaning that they are facing difficulties with conjugation of verbs. And also for the other two

items they need to just add ‘&>’. But still it was problematic to many candidates. Despite the fact

that candidates have to apply transformational rules to words in context, it remains that those
words should be grammatically correct and free from spelling mistakes. Usually words which are
tested are common and known to students’ immediate environment. And also students should be
reminded that only one element answer is expected.

Question 5

This question tests the ability to correct underlined words. It is an error hunt exercise testing
grammar; adjectives, adverbs, verbs infinite verbs, pronouns etc. Many candidates failed to score
full marks.

The most challenging items were:

Item 4:
Candidates had to correct ‘€@90&@’ and write ‘©@ocd8o’, yet many candidates failed to write

the correct form of the word.

Iltem 5:

‘aoTraew’  also was wrongly written by some candidates. They had to correct ‘Qowron’ to

‘aooraew’. But some of them failed to do it properly.

Students need to apply their knowledge of grammatical rules in context. This will also help them
in their writing skill. Educators are well advised to give sufficient practice to candidates in terms
of application of grammatical rules in context.



Question 6A, 6B

This question; the cloze text is a higher order reading task assessing the use of language which
requires the ability to rely on the context to guess the suitable word to fill in the gaps. Thus, to be
able to work out this question, candidates need to have a substantial grasp of receptive and
productive vocabulary. For this question, most candidates perform well.

Part B also is a higher order reading task which assesses candidates’ overall knowledge of
language

( grammar, syntax and vocabulary). It requires candidates to use the given context and draw on
their linguistic knowledge to make educated guesses of what word might be suitable in the given
gaps.

A few candidates encountered difficulties to fill in the blanks using their own words. The fact
that it was bulleted, candidates tried their level best to give an answer. A vast range of correct
answers was given and it was accepted and it perfectly suits the sentence. Very few candidates
left this part unanswered.

Item 5 was very challenging was some candidates. It was not understood by some of them.

Question 7

Question 7 is the basic writing task, with candidates required to write a short text of 50 -75
words on a functional task. They are essentially assessed on their ability to write using accurate
G/S/P and showing good awareness of the audience and purpose. Given the word limit,
candidates were not expected to elaborate on the given points but simply to address them clearly.
This question is a very scoring part of the paper where many candidates got full marks. The
strongest responses were characterized by good fluency and accurate G/S/P. The greatest
difficulty was the second point where candidates were not able to answer how the noise created
disturbance to their sleep and studies. Failure in addressing all the given points caused candidates
to lose marks. Very few candidates did not attempt the question at all.

Examiners look at the following criteria when assessing functional writing:
» Awareness of audience and purpose

* Points addressed correctly

* Grammar, Spelling, Punctuation and Syntax accurate

* Accurate and appropriate vocabulary

« Organization and coherence



The linguistic challenges that remain are:
. The coherence of tenses
. Subject-verb agreement
. Spelling and punctuation
. The use of attached pronouns, verbs and adjectives

. The use of incorrect prepositions after verbs

Functional writing 6 is a good piece of writing. The candidate showed an awareness of audience
and purpose. All the points were developed. The linguistic aspects were essentially accurate. As
far as the vocabulary is concerned, it is accurate. This piece of writing is organized and deserves

full marks.

Question 8

The main purpose of an Extended Reading Comprehension task is to assess comprehension skills
in a more varied way and at different levels. Candidates were assessed, inter alia, on their ability
to locate explicit information, make inferences, synthesize information, explain the meaning of
words as used in the given context, follow the chronology of events, identify main ideas and
offer personal response.

The majority of candidates successfully answered this question. This year the task was easier.
The questions were paragraph wise; all the answers were direct. In most cases lifting were done
by our candidates. It is worth highlighting that a vast majority of candidates was not able to
answer the question that dealt with vocabulary in context.

Candidates are reminded of the following:
» Lifting is acceptable if the question does not ask candidates to answer in their own words, but

must not contain excess information.
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* Excess information in an otherwise correct answer is not given credit.
» Grammatical and spelling mistakes are not penalized if evidence of understanding is clearly

shown.

Question 9

(e9) Translation of words into Telugu

Candidates were required to translate words from English to Telugu. Most found the exercise
quite challenging. In some cases the words were not written correctly. Candidates have the
tendency to transliterate the words which leads them to lose marks.

Best items done were:
‘TON, ‘BODY’

However, some candidates struggled with the word; ‘Always’

(es) Translate into Telugu

Candidates were required to translate sentences from English into Telugu. Few candidates
translated the whole text well and scored full marks. Some omitted numerous words which led to
loss of marks.

The words ‘favourite’, ‘subject’ and ‘sport’ were found challenging by some candidates.

Students must be trained to apply grammatical rules in translation. This will also help them with
their writing skills. Students must be reminded that the translation of each and every word is
marked and mark is given. There should not be omission of words. They must try their level best
to translate each and every word given.

Question 10

Question 10 assessed candidates’ ability for extended writing. Candidates had to write a
composition of about 150 words. This question normally assesses higher order writing skills, in
Particular candidates’ ability to:

e develop a given storyline creatively

e make use of accurate grammar

e use varied sentence structures

e express themselves using rich and appropriate vocabulary

e demonstrate organized and coherent structure in their writing.

Educators are reminded that examiners will be looking at the following criteria when assessing

extended writing:

e Elaboration of content

e Grammar, Spelling, punctuation and syntax accurate
e Accurate and wide vocabulary

e Varied sentence structures

e Reader’s interest

Other pertinent issues noted were:

= Lengthy introductions which do not often address the question
= Linguistic issues that candidates struggled with:

= Coherence of tenses

= Subject

= Verb agreement

= Correct use of direct

= Indirect speech

= Spelling and punctuation

= Lack of arich repertoire of vocabulary words

= Appropriate syntax due to mother-tongue/French interference

This year for this question there were descriptive and narrative essay topics. There were good
attempts and also many unattended responses. Performance for this question was below average.
Many candidates did not attempt this question.

Some candidates opted for descriptive essays. The narrative one was less popular. The strongest
responses were characterized by fluency and well-presented ideas which helped them to score
full marks. Complexity and large variety of vocabularies were there in some cases. Ideas were
well developed where candidates expressed themselves beautifully through words. There was a
good flow of ideas. Irrelevancy was very rare among all the essays.

Nevertheless there were some grammatical mistakes (verbs, case marking, and proper use of
vocabulary) in some cases which lead candidates to lose marks.
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The following samples of the essays illustrate the range of answers obtained this year. They are
provided to give Educators an idea of standards and of examiners’ expectations. Each one is
provided with comments to highlight the strengths and weaknesses of the writing.

Despite being a short writing, it comprises of rich and varied vocabulary. Highly accurate syntax
is there and very occasional slips. There is a good use of varied sentence structure. The
narratives are well developed and the language shows complexity in parts.

We hope that educators cooperate in moulding the future of our students and in improving the
NCE results.
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
