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INTRODUCTION

The NCE Assessment 2025 assessed the proficiency of candidates in reading, writing,

grammar and use of Hindi and translation. The linguistic competencies are divided as

follows:

% Reading (25%)
s Writing (25 %)
% Grammar and Use of Hindi (40%)

% Translation (10%)

A particular feature of the assessment is that each competency is assessed at different

levels, ensuring greater fairness by giving candidates a better chance to show their

achievement levels.

KEY MESSAGES

e Many candidates have acquired essential skill in basic grammar, reading and

writing.

e Most candidates have acquired basic Hindi vocabulary. Nevertheless, more

sophisticated vocabulary remains the hallmark of stronger candidates.

In Grammar, candidates had difficulty with the following:

Verb-Subject Agreement, Subject-Predicate Agreement, Noun Adjective
Agreement.

The Use of ‘NE’ — Difference between transitive and intransitive verb.
Conjugation of the Verb in different tenses.

Relative pronoun and its agreement in the relative clause.

Use of subordinating conjunctions in sentences

In Reading Comprehension

e Candidates fared better on questions requiring literal understanding.

Difficulties remain with



e [ndiscriminate lifting
e Higher-order reading skills (inference, chronology of events, personal
response)

e Vocabulary in context

In Writing

e Extended writing remains a challenge for many candidates. Candidates should
pay closer attention to their use of grammar, spelling and punctuation. Weaker
candidates have serious difficulties with sentence separation.

e Candidates are advised to plan their ideas for organization and coherence.

e Narrative essays require candidates to develop a storyline and use varied
sentence structures and a wide vocabulary to sustain the reader’s interest. For
that candidates are expected to display creative ideas with simple and
compound sentences.

e Descriptive essays require candidates to show a wide range of vocabulary to
create an atmosphere. Far too often narrative essays were produced instead of

descriptive ones.
In Translation

e In general candidates were able to find the appropriate vocabulary for
translation.

e Applying grammatical rules in the translation extract proved to be
challenging for most. Transliteration of certain words was also noted.

e Candidates are advised to consider the source language and target language
requirements. They can use the Translation Formula:

e English: Subject, Verb, Object

e Hindi: Subject, Object, Verb



GENERAL COMMENTS

The NCE Assessment in Hindi is based on learning outcomes spelt out in the National
Curriculum Framework and on the Teaching and Learning Syllabus for Hindi
produced by the MIE. The tasks set assess reading comprehension skills, functional
and extended writing, grammar, proper use of Hindi, translation, cloze text, error hunt

and formation of words.

On the whole, performance is quite satisfactory with a pass rate of 73.95 % but still a
lot of work needs to be done. Strongest candidates showed a very high level of
mastery of Hindi, with very accurate use of grammar, spelling and punctuation. They
produced excellent pieces of writing and were able to deal with the higher order

reading comprehension questions well.

Comments on Specific Questions

Question 1. Multiple Choice Questions

Question 1 assesses a range of basic grammatical concepts in Hindi. It uses multiple-
choice items and open-ended questions to assess candidates’ ability to deal with basic
but essential grammatical items in Hindi at this level. In this question, the following
grammatical points were assessed: the use of proper tenses of verb (present/ future and
past tense), use of preposition, subject-verb agreement, linking sentences using
coordinating conjunctions, re-writing a sentence in the feminine form, punctuation,

formulation of word in the plural form and writing a sentence in the negative form.

Examiners would like to draw the attention of candidates to the importance of
indicating their answers clearly. Very often, when crossing out a wrong answer to
select another one, they make it appear illegible. Candidates are therefore encouraged

to write their answers clearly in the space available if this happens.



Item 1
This item assessed learners understanding of gender and number agreement in verb

conjugation. Most candidates correctly selected the verb form (IIWIJI dl %;) that matches
the subjects [IHII] gender and person. Nevertheless, some candidates got confused
between the Subject ‘AT and ‘H” and thus wrongly chose “HTIT ;é‘g’

Item 2
This item on preposition was mostly well-attempted by the candidates. They

understood that the required preposition (ﬁf@ﬂ o o dgd Elil' SEELE |éZII)

needed to indicate giving gift to someone.

Iltem 3

This item had a mixed response. A time marker was given [3TTel eTT9&TY] in the

sentence to enable candidates to identify the right answer ‘T3, However, some
candidates did not pay heed to the time marker given and opted for incorrect answer

‘m— %’
Item4

The item assessed knowledge of the appropriate usage of (if — then) Ifa —ar
conjunctions in the construction of conditional sentences. The majority of the

candidates were able to choose the appropriate conjunction ar to complete the
sentence. However, some of them opted for E'Fﬁ'i%l'l'{ which was wrong.

Item 5

This item tested the use of (?r) in Past tense. The agreement had to be carried
according to the object it and candidates had to choose T@ET. However, some
candidates wrongly considered agreement with subject ‘ITE4T and chose TET.

Item 6
Most candidates were able to chose the right answer. The proper usage of Pronoun

“TH was selected.



Item 7
The candidates’ understanding of possessive pronouns and gender agreement was
assessed through item 7. Most candidates were able to choose the correct possessive

pronoun (3F=hT) according to gender and number (F%). Some candidates opted for
3T confusing ©% as masculine form.

Item 8

The item assessed usage of correct verb form when time marker ITd THTZ is given.
Most candidates opted for TT . A few candidates confused ‘T’ as Future and

opted for ‘STTU

Item 9

This item assessed verb agreement rule when there is use of T after subject and Ea)
after object (that is post-positional object). Most candidates rightly selected “[hT<T .

Item 10

This item evaluated the candidates' ability to select the appropriate interrogative
pronoun according to the context of sentence. Most candidates understood that F
is the correct answer. Still, some candidates opted for ‘Terer

Iltem 11

Candidates were supposed to convert the underlined word TTST into plural. However,
multiple incorrect answers such as: TS IZIWI, ‘II.EZIT, JII.élQ, ATTSAT were observed.

Iltem 12

This item assessed the correct use of punctuation marks. Most of the candidates were
able to write the proper punctuation mark which was question Mark. [ ? ]
Nevertheless, some pupils used exclamation mark or full stop instead.

Iltem 13

Candidates were expected to convert the given masculine word into feminine. This
was wrongly attempted by many. Many had difficulty to write the word ATTI=T.



They wrote answers with spelling mistakes such as — T-|T€ﬁ'°h‘r, rll'ifohl, dlfichl,

The item evaluated transformation of the sentence in the negative form. Many did the

Item 15

This item tested the use of an appropriate conjunction to link two sentences. Most
candidates wrote ?=|-'€ﬁﬁ7, some 3T and a few THTTTT. However, spelling mistakes

were noted: FTehT, F1eh, T, Th

Question 2. Basic VVocabulary

This question assessed knowledge of basic vocabulary items through multiple choices
guestions. It was well-attempted by many candidates.

Question 3. Basic Reading Comprehension (Part A)

The objective of this question is to assess level of reading comprehension at a basic.
Most candidates successfully attempted this question as it was direct. However, some
candidates gave incomplete answers and some of them lifted the whole sentences from
the text which led to loss of marks due to excess information given. Candidates
struggled with the following items:

Item 4: Instead of writing T o -9 many candidates wrote ITH-9TH only

Item 5: Candidates wrote the phone number ¥ £ 2% o0 o o instead of 2 000 =0

Question 3 Basic Reading Comprehension Part B
Most candidates well answered questions set in this part. Nevertheless, a few

candidates had difficulty with the following items:

ltem 1: Instead of writing what event is being celebrated (T T&a® faaw),

candidates wrote Ministry of Education (fSrT T=Ter™)

Item 4: Many candidates did not understand the word {[¥ which signifies the start

time and wrote ¢ 0.3 0 H 219.0 o T instead of 0.3 o only



Question 4. Formation of New Words

This question was poorly attempted by many candidates which led to loss of marks.
Transformation of words was wrongly done. Most Candidates wrote the given words
in plural instead of forming new words in this exercise. The following types of
Incorrect answers were noted:

1. Instead of ETTHRTL or FIHIR candidates wrote ZTTHeh, BIIHHT, ETiA,

2. Instead of ITITH candidates wrote EF?TEf, EF?Tlﬁ?F, EF?TEF, TIH, IIHAT

Question 5. Error Hunt
This question assesses knowledge of Hindi grammar and spelling in context. The
items consisted of spelling and grammatical mistakes which candidates had to correct.

The candidates were required to correct the underlined mistakes
Item 1- The verb was incorrectly attempted by many candidates. Instead of writing

‘@T‘ﬁ" taking into account ‘Y @'cﬁ", candidates gave wrong answers such as @%l',

Item 2- This was well done, candidates were expected to correct the spelling mistake

and write ‘3T’ properly. Nevertheless a few candidates gave incorrect answers like

Item 3- Candidates had to change “SITIAI to its proper plural form i, Many
answered this item properly. However, a few gave such incorrect answers SINGRIR

ST, STAT, ST



Item 4- Candidates were expected to change the wrong preposition ‘T to the right
preposition T, It was well attempted by many candidates. It was also noted that the
word 9T also fitted the context and this answer was written by many candidates.

Item 5- Candidates generally had difficulty with this item. They were expected to find
the spelling mistake from the word ‘STfT’ and write ‘ST’ as the correct answer.
Nonetheless, many candidates gave wrong answers such as sTfere: a2fiF, 31"'.’3'%‘7,

Question 6. Cloze Text (Part A)

The majority of candidates got most of the answers right. Multiple possibilities of
answers among options were available as the words could fit in different blank spaces.

This created confusion among students. For instance:

Part B

Open cloze test which aims to assess the candidates’ reading comprehension,
vocabulary and grammar skills. It requires candidates to use the given context and
draw on their linguistic knowledge to make educated guesses of which word might be
suitable in the given gaps. A wide range of acceptable answers were obtained.

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A few candidates took words from for Part A of Question 6 and randomly used it to
fill in the blanks of Question 6, Part B. Candidates are reminded that they need to give
only one word as answer.

Question 7. Functional Writing
Question 7 is the basic writing task, whereby candidates are required to write a short
text of 50-60 words on a functional task. They are essentially assessed on their ability

to write a short text using accurate G/S/P and showing good awareness of audience
and purpose. Given the word limit, candidates were not expected to elaborate on the
given points but simply to address them clearly, using the right tone and language.

Many candidates addressed all the points. Excellent responses showed clear awareness
of the audience and purpose. All required points were adequately addressed.

Candidates used accurate grammar, spelling, punctuation and syntax. Vocabulary was

appropriate and accurate. The overall task was organized and coherent.

Less successful candidates demonstrated no real sense of audience and purpose. They
did not cover most of the prompts or at best only addressed them briefly. They

demonstrated poor linguistic abilities resulting in limited understanding. They also
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used simple and inaccurate vocabulary leading to disjointed writing. The following are

samples of functional writing pieces.

This is an average response. Though most of the key points have been addressed, yet
the language is too clumsy for the candidate to score highly. Grammatical and spelling

mistakes at times make the meaning unclear.
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Question 8. Extended Reading Comprehension
The extended reading comprehension task assesses comprehension skills in a more
varied way and at different levels than basic reading. Candidates were assessed on

their ability to read and understand an extended reading passage.

The extended reading comprehension passage was based on the story of a young boy,
Rahul and his little sister Reena who are orphans. They strive hard in quest of a better
life in future. They study hard and do part time jobs to earn their living. Hard work,

determination and education are the main points of the Passage.
Candidates are reminded of the following:

« Lifting is acceptable if the question does not ask candidates to answer in their own

words but must not contain excess information.
* Excess information in an otherwise correct answer is not given credit.

» Grammatical and spelling mistakes are not penalised if evidence of understanding is

clearly shown.

Part A of this question assessed candidates’ ability to translate common English words
into Hindi whereas Part B had a short paragraph to be translated from English into
Hindi.

Part B

Part B was successfully attempted by many candidates. Words like yesterday, market,
people, things, fruits were easy for the candidates. Yet, some candidates struggled
with grammar and spelling of the words. An important number of candidates
transliterated some words as they could not write their translation in Hindi. This

should be discouraged.

Question 10 Extended Writing

This question assesses the ability of candidates to produce longer pieces of writing.
Two types of essays were given to candidates, a descriptive and a narrative essay.
Candidates had to choose one from the options given and write an essay of about 150

words in Hindi.

The candidates were required to write an essay describing a memorable day at the
seaside. While writing the essay the candidates were advised to focus on the
following: what they see there, what they hear, how are the people there, how is the

atmosphere and what do people do there?

Overall, not many students opted for this item. Those who attempted this item
followed the guidelines given in the question and most of them described their
experiences. Grammatical and spelling mistakes were often noticed. Some examples

of such essays are as follows:

Essay 1

This following essay has a descriptive content with a good number of vocabularies
which help the reader understand and connect with the desired place. The candidate
tried to focus on the elements asked in the question- namely what you see and hear,

the atmosphere, the people and how you feel- to fully achieve the task set.

The use of precise vocabulary such as ‘ﬂﬁ'ﬂ'ﬂ', a'@',
Eﬁ'lﬁﬁ'ﬂ, ﬁ'&' # Tt WY SATAT, e and accurately constructed sentences

elevated responses to this question. Very occasional slips were noted. The feelings of
the candidate were expressed with clarity, and it was easy for the examiner to picture

the scene.

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The above example is a less successful response to what has been asked in the
question. The language here is less specific with some repetition of words like ‘a-{“r’

and ‘=g’ Spelling and grammatical errors weaken the quality of the essay and the
reader’s interest too is piqued.

Narrative Essay

For the narrative essay, candidates had to write a story in which the following sentence
is used as a rubric; “When he saw his dear friend coming towards him, he got happy’

This narrative task was as usual the most popular option with candidates. Best
responses conveyed elaborate plots, made use of accurate grammar as well as wide
and precise vocabulary. A variety of personal experiences was also observed. Many
candidates showed a considerable level of language acquisition with the use of varied
idioms and proverbs. Conversely, weaker students found it challenging to develop a
plot and used very flawed language throughout. Incorrect spelling and inappropriate

use of tenses, and grammatical errors were apparent in such candidates’ responses.
The following essays exemplify examiners’ expectations in narrative essays.

The fluency of
the narrations helps the reader to travel in time. The content is complex and elaborate.

The language is predominantly very precise and the vocabulary used is impressive.

In the above example, the candidate tackled the title sensibly and narrated a story
which naturally gains the interest of the reader. The storyline is presented clearly in a
direct and accurate language. Punctuation and organised paragraphs allow a smooth

reading of the essay. Grammatical mistake with reference to wrong agreement of
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subject-verb agreement can be seen at times but the good flow of ideas adds value to

the essay and classifies it to band 1 to score highly.

The above example features undeveloped ideas with confused tenses, inaccurate
vocabulary. Many spelling mistakes of even simple words such as “T&T, ‘ST’

=T were noted. The frequent errors make it difficult for the reader to follow the
sequence of ideas. The poor relevance due to limited writing and poor sentence
structures drive this essay to lower score.

Recommendation:

Educators, prospective candidates, and parents are encouraged to read the samples,
review the errors made by the candidates, and build upon them in order to help them
develop their essay writing abilities. Educators are requested to urge pupils to try this
area of the exam paper because it has been seen that candidates fail to answer this

section, which lowers their score below the passing threshold.
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
